world is ever clamoring for intellectual men—
men who have received an intellectual edu-
cation, whether their highly cultivated fao-
ulties are in connection with a healthy, well-
formed body or not. The intellectual eda-
cation is all well enough, for I believe that a
man should elevate the office to which he has
been elected, rather than the office elevate
him. Bat how often it is that men who have
spent all their youth in acquiring an educa-
tion, die right in the prime of life; elmpl_y
because they neglect to attend to the pbysi-
oal necessities of their constitutions. We as-
sume, therefore, at the very outeet, that the
physical powers should be developed in bar-
mony with the intellectual faculsies, and that
it is better to know /ess and to have more
spirit, than to know more and be tame, epirit-
less and unproductive. In order for our
schools to deal successfully with the intellec-
tual part of education, their instructors must
have a good general knowledge of Psychol-
0gy, or the science of the mind. As the cap-
tain of a vessel requires a knowledge of nav-
igation, in order to direct and control his
ship’s course across the ocean, so the teacher
needs a knowledge of Psychology, in order to
direct ard control the development of the in-
tellectual faculties, They must call into act-
ion the several faculties of the child, in bar-
mony with the *¢ laws’’ of their unfolding;
when one after another of the faculties has
been developed and lessons given (the subject
matter of which would form food for reflec-
tive thought) the children must be taught,
by various devices, to express that thought.
Not like Pestalozzi, the Swiss patriot, who
required his pupils to repeat after him what
he said about the object in hand, (for though
he may be regarded es the founder of ‘“ ob-
ject lessons,” I think he failed 1n this respect)
but, when thcy bave made their own obser-
vations, to report what they nave dircovered.
This is not seking too much of teachers, for
it is merely requesting them to let their plan,
method or advice be vatural and logical—or,
in other words, be in accordance with com-
mon sense, [ shall not take time nor space,
bere, tu deecribe all the different processes
involved in the development of the faculties
of the mind ; for, to say the least, this part
of the subject is worn a little threadbare.
lience it will be sufficient to obscrve tbat
with clear sensations, perceptions, concep-
tions, memory, reasoning generalizition and
imagination, naturally follow. Or, a8 ooe
great educaticnal:st has put it :—* Children
should be taught to observe, first, then to re-
member, and lastly, to reason or reflect.”” In
conpection with this remark it is evident that
words should never be taught before things,
or, before the idea of things are given. e. g.
Take a question in * R-ducticn,” as for in-
stance iu veducing bushels to qaarts,  After
working the question, ark tie clase what we
have dore., We heve chbanged a number
from onec pame to aro* er. N)Hw reverse the
process, sud they will plainly see that we
bave pot zltcred the value. Combine these
two statements and we have cur rule for Re-
duction. What our ¢ untry wants to-day, is
more practiccl teachers, 1 do not wish to
be understood that | under rate the theoreti-
cal part of our profes-ion ; but I thiok, and
kuow, thit some teache's make theory a
bobby ; and to rced their p2pers or hear them
talk, one would be led to ruppeee that they
were adepts at teaclirg  But to witness a
lesson given it only rcqaires helf a glance to
sce that their teaching is fussy and uoanima-
ted, and their lesson poiotless; and if we
judge by the effect producei we can come to
this conclusion, only, that a large portion of
the time was worse than lost. From what I
have learned of Pestalczzi, | sm convinced
that he knew very little of theory; but, be-
iog one of Nature's own teachers, and the
situation in which he was placed forcing him
to employ natural means for imparting in-
stroction, he laid the ground-work of our
present system of education. We judge of
force by ite effect upon matter; we judge
of the maguitude of the force by the effect
produeed—apply the same rule to teaching
(and I thiok it i8 & good one,) and we can
easily decide whether a teacher is making
his profession a success or a failure. Oar
schools should develop a taste for music;
for it is the natural language of a full soul.
All the emotions of the human soul can be
expressed in song. Every heart should be
the home of musio. Every home should be
eanobled by sacred, and enlivened by spright-
ly gladsome music. The highest, boliest feel-
ings of the soul are to be sung. The warm-
est, truest affections of the beart express
their fervour in song. The mourner, yes,
even the mourcer, loves the mellow, grief-
laden cadence of elow, solemn music. The
child is hushed to rest by the oft-repeated
cradle bymn. The worshipper rises in
praise to tho swelling notes of the organ,
The patriot expresses his bursting joy in the
thrilling notes of ‘* Rule, Britannia,” or the
‘¢ Marsellaise ;”” and the warrior shouts in
answer to the stirring fife and dram, We
might elaborate much further, and show that
it 18 estential in every department in life.
But I thinkI have gonesufficiently far to show
its stimalating, consoling and enlivening el-
fects. How necessary, then, that this heaven-
ly gift should be awakened in the youth of
our land, to a chorus of harmony that shall
swell above the harsh discords of life, The
schools of N. B. should also instil a spirit
of patriotism in her children. Why is it
that our friends across the * line” evince so
much national pride? In their late civil
war of 1861, what was it that sent 8o many
youths, fresh from school and college, to per-
ish so fearlessly in those southern swamps,
and in those southern wildernesses? It was
this: The Americans are never tired of point-
ing their children back to the proud, old
days of the Revolution; to George Wash-
ington and Samuel Adame, and the other ill-
ustrious names of Awmerican history. Do you
ask further reason? Look at their text-books,
The patriotic element characterizes Ameri-
can literature. Why is it that the Spartans
are held up before all ages as patterns of pa-
triots? Because from infancy the Spartan
was edueated to the belief tbat the proudest
honour that could ever erown his life, would
be death for his native land. S) the schools
of our Province, while impirting intellectu-
al instruction, must not be remissin their
duty towards our country; and it is vot too
much to expect of them that they will instil
in the minds of the rising gereration the
spirit of popular liberty.

Whereas, the verdict of the experience of
centuries in respect to the traffic in intoxicating
liquore has proved to be an enemy of the best in-
tereste of our country, ruinous in its resulte to
the social, moral and epiritual well-being of the
eople, and one of the most formidable ob-
stacles to the progrese of the gospel of Christ.
And Whereas, experience has taught us that
the use of wine and beer is conducive to the for-
mation of drinking habits amongst the people,
and their permissive sale generslly made &
screen for the sale of the worst form of intoxi-
cants.

And Whereas, We believe that the people of
this country poseess the inaliepable right of
gelf protection against this or any other evil—a
right guaranteed to us by the terms and condi-
tions of responsible government—a right prized
by our people which they cannot and will not
gurrender.

Therefore Resolved, that this Convention de-
lores and condemns the late action of the late
Senate of Canada in reepect to the proposed
amendments to the *Scott Act’” as a proced-
ure subvervive of the best interests of the people
of this country, destructive to the blessings al-
ready obtained through the efforts of temper-
ance men and women, a defiance to the will of
the people, and a denial of their privileges; to
which in justice to ourselves, our country and
the demands of religion, we are not called upon
to submit. And we now urgently advice the
electors of this country that, in the exercise of
the franchiee, they sacredly guard the interests
of our people in reepect to temperance matters,
by refusing to support any man who gives hig
influence or vote to sustain or protect the liquor

traflic.
