which you pay 10ats, per hour you can look
away to tbhe waters of the Gulf of Mexico,
apd far away over the level country.

But here we are back to the lixhibition
azain, and it is the big attraction after all.

If a
machinest he can profitably spend weeks or
loager ; if a school teacher he can ascend to
the galleries and see the Educational system
of each state and of the diffzrent eoll-ges and
institutions of learning in the country, from
the simple A. B. C. up to the highest grade
or attaioment.
