Lawyers’ Morars —A lawyer ought
to be a gentleman. Ilis function as an
attorney gives him no dispensation to
disregard the ordinary rules «f good
manners, and the ordinary principles of
decency and honour. He has no right
to slander bis neighbour, even it his
neighbour be the defandaut in a cause in
which he appears for the plantiff. He
has no right fo bully or browbeat a wit-
ness in cross examinatior, or artfully
entrap thav witness into giving false
testimony, Whatever the privelege of
the court mey be, the lawyer who is
guilty of such practices in Court is ro
gentleman out of Court. A lawyer ought
not to lie. lle may defend a a criminal
who he knows to be guilty, but he may
not say to the jury that he belicves this
criminal to be innceent, He may not
in any way intentionally convey to the
jury the impression that he believes the
man to be innocent. He may not in
bis plea pervert or distort the evidence
so a8 to weaken the force or conceal the
meaning of it. He is a sworn officer of
the Court, and his oath should bind
him to the strictest veracity, It would
be quixotic to expect him to assist his
adversity, but hig obligation to speak
the truthoutranksevery obligation that he
owes his client. Itis notorious that some
lawyers who would think it scandalous
to tell a falsehood out of Court, in any
business transaction, lie shamelessly in
Court in behalf of their elients, and seem
to think it part of their professional
duty. That bar of justice before which,
by their profeasioval obligations, they
are bound to the most stringent truth-
fullness, is the very place where they
geem to consider themselves absolved
from the common law of veracity. So
long as the legal mind is infected with
this deadly hersey, we need not wonder
that our Courts of justice aiten become
the instrumenis of unrightecusness.—

THE COOK'’S DILEMMA.

* Two teaspoonfuls of cream of tartar and one
of soda to a quart of flour’’ was formerly the
standing direction in every kitchen for making
light biscuit, cake, etc. It has been found of late
that the old rule won’t work, double this quan-
tity of cream of tartar being frequently required
to produce the former resuit, and even then,
owing io the great variation in strength of the
best cream of tarter that can be purchased at
the stores, uciform results can no longer be de-
pended upon in its use.

The cauee of this inferiority of modern orean
of tartar is explained by the Massachusetts State
Bosrd of Health, and also by the New York State
Board of Health, which, in a recent examioation
of 27 samples of cream of tartar, claimed by
dealers to be of the best quality, found them adul-
terated with alum, terra alba, phosphate of cal-
cium, ete., from 8 o ©3 per cent.. Five samples
wereadulterated withterra alba to such an extent
that they were really terra alba with a little
cream of tartar added. In the soda examined,
from 17 per cent of carbonate of lime to 25 per
cent of ground gypsum were found. Of course it
is impossible to produce light or wholesome
bread with such stufl as this for a leavening ma-
terial, and the best cooks, if relying upon its use,
must frequently fail in their work. The old for-
muls, therefore, no longer to be relied upon,
must give way to new methode.

Sc.ence, fortuvately, comes to the aid of the
cook in this dilemma with the ever-ready baking
powder; but here again the greatest care is
necessary in selecting a baking powder, to avoid
one that way not only spoil the work of the covk
but will make the covkery produced an instru-
ment of danger to the health.
