was buricd in Evergreen ccmetry. A few
days ago ycurg Dyer returned beme as weil
as ever. The grave was opened and the
' empty coffin found. His parents and intended
bride were warned of his being alive some
time previous to his return. They took off
iheir mourning and prepared to receive back
' the deed boy. Young Dyer walked into the
,’ bouse while his parents were examining his
' coffin, saying *¢ Don’t open it for bere [ am.’

His mother flung herself into his arms with
an hysterical cry. It is supposed that some
young doctors dug up the body for the pur-
pose of dissection, au:d found that Dyer was
not dead but that it was a case of suspended
animation, They brought him back to life
and kept him in hand until he was thorough-

ly recovered. Young Dyer remembers noth-
ing of what took place while in the doctor’s

hands. The case is creating great excitement

in the neighborhood.

On Friday night one of the most terrific
and destructive storms cver known in the
state passed ocver Selms, Ala., north of the
city, washing away bridges, railroad beds,
growing crops, and levelling forests and
houses for miles. A cyclone, accompanied
by torrents of rain and appalling electric dis-
charges, started on the Cababa river, passed
thrcugh a dead waste of foreste, plantations,
houses and villas. The track of the eyclone
was balf a mile wide. Thirteen persons have
been found killed ousright, and 40 or 50
dangerously wounded. A number of persons
cannot be accounted for. Bales of cotton
were blown from gin houses and bursted
and scattered everywhere. (Growing crops,
potatoes, ete,, were torn from the ground.
Even trecs and cotton and stalks wera barked.
Relief parties are searching for the :ead
and dying, and everything is beiog doce 0
relieve the destitution. Negroes were [right-
ened nearly to death, and buddled about to-
gether or equat alone, upclad, in busbes or
under falien trees, stupified and speechless
with fear and superstition, and unable to tell
where any of their bouszhold are.

Rev. Stewart Ross, formerly rector of Christ
Church, at Belfast, [reland, was adliressing
ths Plymouth (Eag ) Yourg Men's Christian
S,ciety, Thureday evening, when Charles
Joy, Cenadian Emnigration Commissioner,
burst inta the room and shouted: ** You
hypoerite, you e¢loped with my wife.”” Roes
turped pale and flod froma the room. His
audienco was surprised and greatly excited, —

the matter they became a howiling mob and
pursued the lecturer for a mile, yelling all
At this poiet Ross, who was
breathless and d:iven to bay, turned saddenly

and stabbed two of his mest active pursuers.
Thbe others coming up seiz d and d sarmed
the murder. us reetor and he was arrested. —
Ross disappeared from Belfast two years ago,
leaving a wife aud three clildren.
who was a tescher in h's Saudy echool, also
dssappeared st the sime time. Mrs. Joy was
found in the priconer's loigirg house, and
when ivformed of her ,parzmour’s arrest
gloried in her ¢ nncetion with the * Lord's
annointed,’’ as she cail:d him She attend-
ed court yestcrday and sat in @ brezcn man-
ner.

Joseph Schreider lies in a critical condi-
tion at his home in Chicago. His eyes,
mouth and breast were horribly burned with
vitriol and the attending phiysicianjsays there
is grave doubt about his recovery and that in
any event he will Jose his sight. Some time
since Schneider borrowed, it 18 said, $1,000
from Mrs. Stadleman. lle failed to pay it
and ehe sued him acd obtained judgment
for $200. Saturday night he accideotly
met Mrs. Stadleman on the street. They
had some words when the woman quick as
flash dashed the entire contents of a large
bottle of vitriol into his face. He was re-
woved to the neighbouring drug store where
it was found that the liquid had penetrated
his eyes and run down his mouth, causing
bis tongue to swell eo that he could scarcely
speak, and trickled all over the upper por-
tion of his body. MHis coat, vest and shirt
were almost consumed by the acid.

What was the largest and most important
pagan kingdom this side of the Niger, Sooli-
ma, hes finally come into the control of the
Mohammedars. Led by a fanatic of remark-
able energy and talent, Samuda, who has
made up his mind to build altars to the Pro-
phet throughout Africa, and to destroy the
pagans, an army attacked the capital of the
kingdom, Talabu, and called upon the king
to surrender and profess Islam. The king re-
fused to do this, and there was, in conse-
quence, a long and bloody siege. At the end
of five months the king assembled the royal
family and his principal chiefs in the powder-
house, and there gave them their choice either
to snrrender to the Mohamwmedans or to die
with bim. They decided to die with him.—
He then set fire to the powder and they were
all blown vp. Thus ended the Soolima pow-
er, which, for more than seven generations,
had influenced the trade and politics of ex-
tensive districts, and had commanded the
principal highways to the coast.

Upward of 15,000 vessels and 600,000
men in Kurope and America are engaged in
the flshing industry, and the total annual
product of fish is not far short of 1,500,000
tons. Few people realize the full meaning ot
theee latter figures. A ton of fishis cqual in
weight to about twenty eight sheep, and
hence a year’s fish supply for ten European
countries, included in this estimalc, and the
United States and Canada might be repres-
ented by 42 000,000 sheep. Of this amount
the United Kingdom, Cipada, Ruseia and

A brother of the Mikado of Japan is now
in Europe to study the constitutions of the
different governments with a view of eelect-
ing from amoog them all those things which
are best t) be embedied in the new one, to be
adopted in Japan four years hence. He will
also visit the United States before he returns
home.

The total pumber of self supporting wo-
men and girls over ten years of age in the
United States is 2647,157. This pumber
does not include the unpaid domestie labour
in the home, which is done by the wives sis-
ters and mothers, who are said to be ‘sup-
ported’ by their male relatives, The ceneus
enumeratcs these women among those *‘em-
ployed in no gainful labour.”

While some workmen a few days ago were
pulling down auv old building in the town of
Svendborg.on the island of Funen, they came
upon a valuable treasure, which included ten
bars of very fine silver and nearly 4,000 silver
and gold coins, all dating [rom the reign of
the Danish klng Eric of Pomerania (1396-
1412). It isa strange fact that tradition

ointed to this house as a place where treas-
ure had been concealed, and the former
owner, when selling it, a short time ago, ex-
pressly reserved the ownership of any treas-
ure that might be found therein.

The Democrats carried New York State by
12,000 majority ; the Republicans carried
Massachusetts by 21,000 majority ; the De-
mocrats carried Virginia by 20,000 majority;
Maryland with a working majority, *Nebras-
ka, Pennsylvania, Kansas and Conpecticut
went Republican in the elections held on
Tueeday of last week.

St. Paul, Mioneeota, will have an ice pal-
ace this winter. Filty men have subscribed
§200 each toward its construction, The pal-
ace will be 150 by 125 feet, with numerous
towers of the Norman style of architecture.
The main building will be surrounded by a
fence made of shrubs covered with ice, a
beautiful effect beirg secured by spraying
the shrubs and allowing the epray to freeze.
Betwecn this ice fence and the walls of the
palace will be constructed a race-course,
The interior of the palace will be lighted by
elictricity. KElictric lights will also illumin-
inate the race course and the entrance to the
palace. The ice blocks to be used in its con-
struction will be sixteen ineclLes thick and
