Never frighten sheep. 
Introduce better males, 
Don’t winter the poor hens. 
Use ema! potatoes for feed, not for seed. 
Young stock needs a separate feeding 

place. 
Filthiness of stables is the rost of many 

diso:ders. 
Different animals do better for mingling 

together somewhat, 
Sell pork when butchered ; there is always 

some risk in curing it. 
Plowing under clover sod is only another 

name for manuring the land. 
To clear out rats put erystals of copperas in 

every rat hole and scatter some about the 
corners of the places where they trouble. 
I'bis is greatly preferable to poison, which 
often leaves them dead between walls and in 
their holes. 
Good farmers rarely sell off straw; 
It pays better to turn it into manure, 
here is a big difference in the size of the 
manure pile, by pring, whether bedding is 
used freely or otherwise, Besides the increase 
in manures, the matter of greater warmth and 
comfort to the animals by the use of plenty 
of warm, clean bedding is worth a good 
deal. We have observed that a sick animal 
that cannot be induced to lic down in any 
other way, will take to a bed of clean, bright 
straw. This shows that good bedding is ap- 
preciated by dumb animals, 
Egg Yields.—There is a greater difference 
in the yield in favour of the free-laying 
breeds over others than many think for, this 
often being as three or four to ome. The 
Hambuargs, for example, may be counted up- 
on to produce 200 eggs per hen in each year, 
and often the yield will exceed this by 50.

FLOWERS AND THR LAWN, 

Flower Deds after Frosts,—When the 
frosts have done their work in disfiuring the 
bedding plants, clear these away coat the 
surface with manure and dig over for the 
winter.
