Reaching his daughter's house, he cut her 
with the knife, inflicting a severe gash in 
her arm, The woman made ber cscape to a 
room and locked the door- The waniac then 
stabbed a neighb v's boy, who was sitting on 
the front'stoop. The neighborhood was by 
this time greatly excited, sed four policemen 
who had been ealled captured the lunatic 
after much dviliculty and put him in Jail. 

Riot av Warerrorp.-—Watesrorp, Ire, 
July 13 —The avpniversary of the battle of 
the Boyne yesterday caused a large increase 
in the Sunday number of drunken men to be 
on the streets last night. Among them were 
many soldiers belonging to the Welsh regi- 
ment doing garrison duty here. A number 
of citizens got into a drunken row with the 
soldiers, during which the latter bayoneted 
to death one of the former, The commotion 
attracted a crowd cof men to the rcene. 
When the civiliaps resliz d that one of their 
number had teen killed they became furious 
and fell upon the soldiers with such force 
that they were compelled to beat a hasty re- 
treat to their barracke, the mob followed 
them up, hut being threatened with powder 
and ball if they attempted to force an cn- 
trance to the barracks, they contented them- 
selves with smashing the windows of the bar- 
racks with stones. The rage ot the populace 
was 80 great this morning that it was deemed 
best to transfer the Welsh regiment to some 
other place, This was dove at once and as 
the soidiers marched from the barracks fo 
the railway station, surrounded by policemen, 
a mob followed them, hooting and etoning the 
soldiers. Several Parnellite membersof Par- 
liament have telegraphed they will bring the 
matter before the government avd demand an 
immediate inquiry into the outrages, It is 
generally believed that the soldiers began 
the row.
