Arrexp 10 THE Faunu Fsepina.— When
the pastures begin to fall off some extra
food should be provided for all the stock, bug
especially the cows. licrees are always well
cared for, but the cows are too ofien neglect-
ed, both as to food aud a supply of pure
water. Thoee farmers who bave provided
some soiling orops, will find tbe benelit of
the fresb, green fodder ; those who have nos,
will see the disadvantage of being sbort of
feed just at this season, It is very easy to
eecure this supply of ford for the short eea-
son. Esery farmer has a neglected piece of
land, which briogs in nothiog, and which
coula produce a very profitable crop of green
feed. Such an opportunity ebould not be
lected. Wheo the supply bas been pro-
vided a liberal feed should be given daily.
It is & mietake to wappose that it jg
a waste of food, tw fed liberally
now, and that it is betier to cave
the frod for wiater, and spire 't at this
geason. When any animal 18 Keyt short of
food, it goes back rapidly, and more fvod will
be required to muke up this loss ground than
would bave kept the animal in its normal
condition. Tow is especially true ns regards
swine ; if these are permitted to fall off now,
for lack of food they will consume more than
the present gain, in recovering the loss. Anpi-
mals that are intended for fattening, ghould
be kept on full feed now, and those to be
wintered over, should be in good condition,
‘I'be old and true adage should not be for-
gottten viz : *‘an aoimal well summered js
balf wintered.”’ American Agricw/cw'turist
for Septemler.

Tbe St Paul Pioneer Press publishes what
purports to be a careful and exhaustive
study of the wheat raisiog industry in Indis,
The total ncreaga for the present season is
put at 27.600,000, an increase of 111,000
acres over |ast year. In 1884 the totsl yield
was nearly 260,000,000 bushels, and as other
cereals form the s:aple of consumption in
that country a large portion of this produet
was sent to soreign markets, The importance
of these facts to American wheat growers is
very great, particulary as it is claimed thag
the cost of producing & bushel of wheat on
the emall farms of the northwest is from 50
to 100 per cent. more than in India. In
commenenting on these statements the New
York Commercial Bulletin sensibly remasks :
“The ie pothirg new in the fact that that
portivn of Asia is making rapid progress in
this respect, but these statewents, from a
seemingly well-informed s)urce, show thae
the progress is much more rapid than is
goeuerally supposed, If the writer's estimate
will stand the tes: of examination—namely,
that ‘a bushel of Indisn wheat can be sold
for 97 cents, where the coast of a bushel the
United States would be about $1 21'—it is
time the American farmer was puttin, his
bouee in order.”’
