of a Greensboro hotel reading a New York 
newspiper. Ha real of burning heat, of 
eunstroke, of alarming death rate io the great 
metropolis. lo ether parts of the North he 
read of the mercury ricing into the ninoties 
aod siting on top of the fizuies of 106, 
gmiiing aL the sweltering pedestrinos and re- 

| furing to come down. He looked at the 
thermometer, It registered U3 degrees, He 
ws essured that it had not been above 100 
degrecs this summer. And then he showed 
bis ewartress. lle iosisted that the ther- 
mometers in the South had all heen tamper- 
ed with. [or it was not poseible, he argued, 
that 1t was not twice as hot io the South as 
it is in the North. 

This is my firet summer in the south, and I 
mus: ray, in ali cindor, that I consider the 
weather not so oppressive as | experienced in 
the North. Tho nights here are always cool, 
while there is a breeza blowing over here 
every dey, aud yet natives here say it is the 
h ttest summer they ever knew. 

Ex Governor Jarvis, of this State, who was 
recently appointed Foreign Minister to Brazil, 
thus speaks of the westler, even of the equa- 
tor, which be crossed June 25th : — 

* We are now ascending the mighty Ama- 
zo, and in about three hours we will be at 
the city of Para, where I will mail this, We 
have bed a most delightful trip, a fine ship, a 
polite, ekiliful captain, a smooth sea, and a 
number of agreeable passengers. lostead of 
the burning heat | expected, we have had it 
cool and all the time pleasant. The sun is 
vow far to the north of us. We bave passed 
under him and bave left him far behind us, 
aud still we have experienced no weather 
that was at all uncomfortable. In fact, I am 
sure we have been more comfortable than you 
have been in Raleigh, for there has pot been 
a moment of cur time when wo felt ike tak- 
ing off a coat or vest to msKke us inore com- 
fortable, and [ doubt if you can say this, | 
dwell upon this fact because it has been such 
an agreeable surprise to we. So cool was 1t 
laut night when wo crossed the equat r that 
some cof the passengers got their overcoats 
aod wraps, Think of a man with an overcoat 
on at the equator ! lt is contrary to all of 
my preconceived notions of the equator. Last 
night was a beautiful moonlight night, and 
our splendid ship glided over the bright 
moonlit waters with a grace and beauty that 
was enchanting. The Southern Cross stood 
before us, high ap in the heavens, in all its 
beauty and brilliancy. I walked the deck of 
our galiant ship and thought of home and 
friends, of State and country May heaven's 
choicest blessings be with them all.” 
And #0 it goes. The Northern man is 

afraid to go to North Carclina because of the 
heat. The man from North Carolina dreads 
to go to South America because of the heat, 
Both try it in fear and trembling, and both 
find that the dread is more terrible, after all, 
than the actual experience. 

It is altitude, in the temperate zone, that 
has more to do with the heat than anything 
else. The lowlands are humid and uocom- 
fortable to live in in any of the Middle or 
Southern States, while the uplands are health- 
ful and p'easant. And [ repeat that so far 1 
have not noticed any excessive beat in North 
Caroling, avd it 1s now past the mcnth of 
July. 

Having opened this letter with an anecdote 
I ought to close it with one—about the heat, 
too. Bat I'll spare my readers this time, 
and go and cut a watermelon.
