A Smcnt time since there was witnessed
in New York a strange scene to ba enacted
in this latd of Bibles and christianity, It
was the instaliation of the Chinese Idol Jose
in a new Temple, in a building on Chatham
Square. The furniture and ornaments for
sacrificial offerings, were all brouvght from

Chica  Leon Zoe, an ex Zsnish priest, who
some years ago gave up the robes, was made
temporary priest. The Zinish oreed is the
oldest of all Chinese religions. It dates back
to Yu Hui Cen, the famous deist who flour-
ished about 3000 years B. €. The faith is
dying out belore theadvance of Buddhism in
China, and Leon Zoe is very likely the only
priest of that faith ever in this country,
About 12 o’clock the Chinese consul, in com-
pany with Lefon Gwing, the new ohairman
of the Chinese municipality, entered the
crowded sanctuary followed by 20 Chinese
merchants in long silken robes, The rcom
was suffocating with the odor of burning in-
cenee and sandalwood. Fiamiog red carrot-
shaped candles were burning dimly in the
gaslights. The priest and people knelt and

old to his new place. The prayer translated
in Eoglish was as follows : ** Ob, mercifal,

day prepared a new eanctuary, where
thou and thine may eatand drink in peaoe,
and whereby thy presence will not be profaned
by the vile language of foreign devils. We
invits thce even now to turn thy stepejthither,
accompained by thy humbie servants.”’” In-
cense and joss sticks were burned, and rice
wine was spilled bofore Joss to refresh him
a little before he started out on his short jour-
ney- At the same time six Chinese musicians
inflioted characteristic music upon the neigh-
borhood. Expensive red flannels were then
laid upon the floor, thence down stairs, and
even down to the sidewalk. Joss was raised
by two Chinese mercharts, acting temporary
priests, The Chinese coneul was the guide
of the grand march through Chinatowa to
the new temple on Chatham square. Fifty or
sixty devotees followed, all in lJong silken
robes, likeso many old maids going to a sew-
ing party. Atter these came the tearers of
cacdies, lanteros, flowers, roasted pig. fraits,
candiee,cakes,'and endless varieties of Orient-
al luxuries. When the procession arrived at
the door of the temple the process of spread-
ing red flabnels upon the staircases began
once more. While this was being done, the
majority of the proceesion went shead of Joes
and his escorts, to be in the rooms ready to
receive his royal highness. Upon thearrival
of their god they krelt in two rows at the
entrance of the temple, while L2oo Z0 in a
loud voice cried : ** Welcome, O thou great
spirit, who controllest the destiny ofall men.

Pair oF MonsTers.— Rome, Dec. 11.—The
trial commenced here yesterday of a butch-
er ramed Fozzi and bis wife, son and duugh-
ter, who are charged with the murder of one
Poggo, aleo a buteher. The motives for the
crime were trade jealousy and family dis-
putes. Poggi wae entrapped into Fozzi's
cellar, where the murder was committed.
The body of the victim was cut into pieces
and the remaics were scattered in a subur-
ban wood, The blood was boiled into black
puddinge, which were sold in Fczzi's shop.
