Epitors —It hes often occurred
to me as strange why the Woodstock people
have pever tried to get a raiiway on the
eastern bank of the river St. Jobn. Com-
mencing at Wocd-tock and runping down
the river twenty five miles, is a beautitul
stretch of country where people are at least
pine months in the year without either
railway or steamboat sccommodation. These
people trade in Wocdsteck a little, It
means for trapsportation were better their
trade would be increased ten fold. The N.
B. Railway as it ruvs now is of no use to
them, a8 it is from 12 to 20 miles out of the'r
way, and the roads leading back to itare the
worst in the Province. A road commencing
at Woodstock and running along the bank
of the river until it resches Lower South-
smpton, near the mouth of the Nackwick
gtream, then leaviog the river aud ruvning
parallel with the Bellawy road, unul 1t
strikes the Temwp-rance Vaile Settlement,
thence along the Valley hetween the Cuver-
hill and Map'e Ridge Settlements until it
reaches the N. B. Railway a little below
Millville, near S inw's Extract Wo.ks. This
road would undoubtediy be a paying one.
Sbaw’s extract works st Miiville and
Poquiok, which will soon be in operation,
and the large number of other mills and in-
dustries adjacent to the sbove course would,
with the large local trade, make it a pro-
fitable investment. It wouwld be an incal-
culable benefit to the trade of your city. If
your public men would take the matter in
band, & Provincial as well as Dominion sub-
sidy oould be bad.

A company i now being formed for the
purpoee ot buildiog & live from some point
on the Miramichi Valley road to Woodstock.
If your citizens would move in the matter at
onoe, perhaps they could induce the company
to build the roed to Woodstock by the above

route.

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To-dey begins the 37th volume, yresent
series, of the CarviroN SENTINEL, and we
launch this Ne. with an expression of regret,
at the outset, that it is not practicable to
make certain chaoges in the size of the paper
which the proprietors have desired. Honesty
compels us to eay that remirs ess on the part
of a portion of our readers is the hinderance
to the long coatemplated improvement.

The SENTINEL, now & pretty old paper,
affords a histiry coverirg a coosiderable
portion of the existence, as sections «f note,
of the County of Carleton and Town of Wood-
stock.

Its columpne not only give a ccnnective
history of thcse grave events of a public
character which have influenced their present
standing and the changes through which the
County and Town have progressed, until
they bave become recognized as occupying
very prominent and notable positions among
the communities of the Province, but they
afford as well a r-cord of the inner life and
social developement of the people.

Carleton County witbin the period of the
SENTINEL'S cxistence was a section noted
rather for its agricultural resources than for
their developement. It had the land, as
it bas tc-day, but in eome of its now most
productive and promising sections the people
gave their best energies to the getting of
logs while cultivation of the farm was only a
sort of supplementary employment. The
result was the enrichment of a few large
operators bere and at the shipping ports, and
the impoverishment of the farme and their
original proprietors and the proprietors, in
not a few instances, of the title. The sacrifices
made to the rage for Jumber getting were
such as greatly retarded the advancement
of the County. Things have now bapily
changecd. Where not meny years ago the
evidence of the state of things just referred to
were unmistakeable, in poorly tilled and run
out land, delapidated housee, sparse and un-
certain berds of stock, now the same farms
smile in their summer garb of fertile pro-
ductions or in their autumn glory of rich
fruitage, Well designed and ncatly appoint-
ed dwellings meet the eye, and on cattle, on
implements, on all the surroundiogs are the
marks of progress, the signs of intellizent
and independent husbandry. Whoever that
travelled through the county twenty-five or
thirty years ago and to-day makes the same
circuit will not besitate to endorse this state-
ment that the changed aspect is remarkable
and a change all for the better. Of course
these general references have becn to the
older eettlements. Theee do not however
alone attest to the progress of the paet thirty
yeare, Penetrate the forest almost any-
where on the esstern side of the river from
the Beckaguimic to Lattle River and it is
pot now a8 it was to traverse the partly
cleared forests of the back lands and enter
upon still more impeoetr:ble forests standing
in pative depeity, but it is to come upon
breaks in the woods and clearings in the woods
and large and thriviog settlements where
cheery industry has reared bappy homes and
prosperous villages, where well cultivated
fields and comfortable homesteads the abode
of contented plenty, mark the progress of the
yeare, Old, comparstively ancient sections,
catching the spirit of progress, have put off
the garments of iodifference and been re-
babilitated with those of active, iatelligent
ambition, while new settlements have arisen,
grown, expanded, claiming and enj ying all
the adventages and facilitics of modern im-
provement in the art of agriculture, and re-
ceiving populations whose votes and voices
largely influence the destinies of the County.

‘1he Town of Woodstock hae always been,
owing to its poeition and the pature of its
origin, a place of note among the Towns of
the Province,

Since the 1st of April 312 horsee, valued at
$32,243, have been exportel from P. E. Island
to the United States.

Maprip, Dee, 27.—Later details received
concerring the earthquake show that the
damage to property and loss of life were much
greater than at first believed. The provinces
of Malaga and Granada were the sc-ne of the
severest disburbance, Several places were
partially destroyed. The mayor reports that
many parts of Albugueras are io ruins. At
Remas de Rey forty persons were killed. Dis-
esters are likewise reported from other towns,
slight shocks of earthquake have been felt in
many places in Spain since Thureday,

Offizial reports say that 2060 persons were
killed in the provinces of Malago and Grapa-
da. I'ke population of Granada is still en-
caped in the equares end the richer claeses
are lodging in carriages aloog the promenade.
The facade of the cathedral was seriously
damaged by the shock. Many houses were
destroyed in Jinena, and a whole family was
killed in the village of Csjar by the falling of
& chimney. Over balf the inbabitantsof Al-
bunaelas were killed. Albama is moetly in
ruios.  The province of Malaga suffered
cqually as much damage as Granada. Com-
merce i8 paralyzed. Two hundred houses at
Alfarpetyo were demaged. Tle panic is
gubsiding. The shock was not felt in thke
nortkern and northwest provioces. The gov-
e nment has granted $5,000 from the national
calamity fund for the relief of sufferers in the
provicee of Granada.

Later advices show that 300 lives were lost
at Albama and 750 houses and churches de-
stroyed, and 30 persons killed at Periana. It
is now estimated that GO0 persons were xilled
in the province of Malaga, including those
killed at Alhama.

Maprip, Dee. 29 —According to the
cflicial news of the eartbquake, up to last
midnight, 526 pereons were killed in the
province of Granada and 100 in Malaga,
At Albama over 350 bodies bave slready
been recovered. At Periana, a village in
Acndalusia about 30 miles from Malaga,
greai demage was done to property and many
lives were Jost. Sixty bodies have so far
been recuvered,

Maprip, Dee. 29 —A fatal land slip oc-
curred in the mountain near Periana. This
destroyed many houses which stood in the
path and buried 48 persons, Of these 18
were rescued alive.

It is rerorted Y00 persors were buried
beneath the ruins of the buildings of Albun-
nelas,

Three churches at Antigucra were left in
a tottering condition. The inhabitants are
encamped in the fields,

Many persons have died of fright.
