Once Sunday-schoole required an hour or 

two on the Sunday, of well disposed persons,
 

who could conveniently spare that brief time. 

Now they call for profoand study as weekly 

preparatory of the best miods of the church; 

for normal classes, conventions, assemblice, 

and congresses, under the gnidance of the 

ripest scholars and ahlest teachers of the ages. 

Once the father might smile upon the Sunday 

school if he pleased ; now he must recognize 

it a8 his grand Cheroh training rehool, and 

by untiring vigilance watch for the salvation 

of its scholars, and take care of the Soriptural 

faith of its growing members, and feel that 

hie pastoral work inclades them all as his 

most precious charge.

Summerside, 40 miles west of Cbarlotte- 

town, on Bedeque Bay, is reached after a four 

hour sail, in a good steamer, from Point du 

‘bene. This town cuntains over 3000 in- 

habitants, has an excellent harbor, is prettily 

situated and gives the appearance of a smart 

enterprising and growing place. [ere we take 

train for Charlottetown. Toe railway trav- 

erccs a fine section of country, the farms as 

well as buildings along the route bearing evi- 

dence to the care bestowed upon them, and 

indicating by their looks material prosperity 

on the part of the proprietors. Toe raway 

a “narrow guage’ one,is notable for two things 

first the gentlemanly and obliging deport 

ment of its officials and, secondly, the serpen- 

tine character of the track ; to the stranger 

it looks as though the attempt aimed at bad 

been to make the railway run through every 

wan’s door yard. In some places the curves 

are 80 extreme as to form almost a complete 

circle, eo that it is pearly poeeible for those 

on the locomotive and those on the rear car 

of a moderately long train, to converse with 

each other while going around these turns. 

As the road was builc by subsidy perbape it 

was an object to lengthen out the miles as 

far as possible. The railway crosses the Is: 

land from Tigoieh the most western point, 

to Souris the eastern, with branches to Char- 

lottetown , Georgetown, snd Cape Traverse, a 

total distance of some 124 miles. When the 

railway to Cape Tormentine is completed, 

the dis'ance between thc two provinces, N. 

B.and P. E I., will be reduced to 9 miles; 

between these two capes, the submarine cable 

is laid, and winter communication by stcamer 

and ice boats is kept up. 
Charlottetow., the metropolis, is beauti- 

fully situated upon a slight emioence, at the 

confluence of the York, Elliot and Hillsbor- 

ough rivers, and contains upwards of 13,000 

inhabitants, The city is well laid out with 

wide streets running back from the river 

front, these intersected at right angles by 

parrower ones, The buildings as a whole 

have the appearauce of age and are not very 

attractive, snd yet there are many and mark- 

ed exceptions to this rule, and as bas already 

been the case, 80 it will continue to be, that 

as fire and time destroys the old edific:e new 

ones of more modern and artistic style, will 

take their places. Some very fine residences 

with tastefully laid out and well kept grounds 

are to be noticed, while many of the public 

buildings and churches are imposing and 

bandsome specimens of architecture. Theap- 

pearance of the place and manvers of the 

people are decidedly Eoglish. At present 

Charlottetown, in common with other por- 
tions of the world, is suffering from general 

business depression, but tae pecple generally 

appear hopeful and contented. While fishing 

and agricalture are the chief industries of the 

island, considerable and increasing attention 

is being given to manufactures. Her factor- 

ies consist of mills, grist, saw and woollen ; 

butter, cheese, starch, soap, tanneries, meat 

and fish canning, carriage box, boots and 

shoes, pottery and stone quarries. The soil 
is principally brick red loam, easily worked 
and very fertile. A natural and excellent 

fertilizer is found in the almost exhaustless 

beds of oyster sbell or ** mussel mud,” which 

abounds in most of the bays and rivers. The 

principal crops raised are wheat, oats, barley, 

potatoes and turnips, all of which yield 

abundantly and are exported in large quan- 

tities. The island produces some fine cattle, 

but especially does it excel in the character 

of its horses, many of which find their way 

to this section of country. 

Summerside boasts of ore, and Charlotte- 

town of five or six live, well conducted news-

are eome very fine drives, end the barbor in 

front presents a fine opportunity for bathing, 

boating and fishing. :

Then — at the time referred to—if one 

wished to go to Fredericton it was an all 

day's drive ; if to St. John, a 24 hours trip; 

it to Boston, by way of St. Joho, at least G0 

hours, and via Houlton and Biogor, some 40) 

hours. Now we can take breakfast in Wood: 

stock and dinner in Fredericton or St. John ; 

or, breakfasting in Woodstock, may be in 

Boston for supper and New York for the next 

breakfast. And like facilities, pregenting 

similar contrasts, are affrrded for travelling 
north and for the people of northern districts 

to come south and go west. 

A suocking accident which resulted in the 

death of John Moore occurred at the station 

bere on Saturday morning last. The unfor- 

tunate man was working on a gravel train 

and on the morning in question he started from 

his boarding house to go to his work. Reach- 

ing the station he found his train in motion 

and in attempting to spring on to the cars 
he slipped and fell between two of them with 
his legs acroes the track. Kight trucks passed 

over both his legs, crushing them badly, cut- 

ting his head, and 1oflicting other ivjuries. 

Dre. Smith and Sprague were called, but 

could afford no permanent relief, and after 

two hours severe suffering the poor man died. 

Coroner Allan held an inquest, when a ver- 

dict in aceordance with above facts was re- 

turned. The deceased lived near Ferryville, 

and leaves a wife and four helpless children. 
When the sad news of his death was made 
known Mr. R. M. Bailey started a subecrip- 

tion paper aud speedily collected over £50 to 
present to the family so suddenly deprived of 
their bread winner. 

CuarLes MILLER, in attempting to get on 

to a moving #loven on Thursday, was thrown 

down, his head going between the spokes of 

the wheel. Bafore the horss could be stopped 

Miller had been carried around with the 
wheel uotil his head struck the corner of the 
iron axle, crushing in his skull just above 
aod behind the err, He was carried home

A Lrcrure delivered by Sir Fravcis Hicks, 

in Montreal, on the Ashburton Treaty and 

the settlement of the disputed boundary line 

between Maine and New Brunswick, has 

been printed in pamphlet. Sir Francis, afer 
an exhaustive examination of all the facts, 

comes to the conclusion that the charge that 
the negotiators in the interests of New 

Brunswick were overreached is not justified, 
but that in this case a matter of much d:ffi- 
culty was amicably and honorably settled by 
able men whose memories should be entitled 
to gratitude. 

WE have already noted the practical suec- 

cess of our Carleton county boys at the Uni- 

versity in winning medals and honors. We 

have now to record that on commencement 
day, at St. Joseph's College, Memramcook, a 
pr:z2 of a $10 gold piece was awarded Dan- 
iel Gallagher, of Johnville, N. B., for general 
proficiency in first Eoglish (Commercial 
Class), and to John Gallagher, of Woodstock, 
N. B, the Lansdowne silver medal, for profi- 
ciency in classics. 

In the House of Commons, Ottawa, the 

Hon. Minister of Militia bas introduced a 
measure amending the Consolidated Militia 
Act of 1883. Tbe object of the measure is to 
secure the authority for increasing the maxi- 
mum of the permanent force from 750, its 
present limit, to 1,000 men. The additional 
250 men will be placed in an infantry school 
at London and a school of mounted and other 
ivtantry at Winnipeg. Mr. Caron s:id that 
recent occurrences had made it necessary to 
supplement the permanent corps by this ad- 
dition. 

A pesparcH from Ottawa the other day 

stated tbat Mr. J. CG. Forbes, the celebrated 

Canadian artist, was attacked with hemor- 

rbage of the nose two days since, and is 
rapidly bleeding to death. He had been suf- 
fering from catarrh and injected patent medi- 
cine, which had so eaten away the covering 
of the arteries of the no-e that they burst 
and all eff rts of his medical attendants to 
check the flow of blood have failed. 

Later accounts say Mr. Forbes is recovering. 
This case should prove a salutary warning to 
thoee, and doubtless they are many, who, 
without the advice of skilled medical author- 
ity, use for physical sfflictions all kinds of 
postrums which may bappen to be recom- 
mended in the press,
