General Helos, 
I+ Hay Cugar Foon —Most dairymen sup- 

pose, says the National Live Stock Journal, 
that hay is the cheapest food for their cows, 
wed tank it a misfortuns to be short of hay 
| —whiuh 18, in a sense true, for every one 
| <hould try to prodace all the hay required for 
Core wtock-——but it is eeldom true that the mar- 
ket price of grain is higher than hay. If we 

‘cousider the relative nutritive value of hay 
"and grain, or product of grain, we find that 
' z00d meadow hay or clover are no cheaper 
at #13 to $15 per ton than good wheat bran 
or middliogs are at $20 or $21 per ton, or 
cornmeal at $22 or $23 per too, or linseed 
cake or weal at $32 to $38 per ton. Now, 
this does pot mean that cornmeal, middlings 
or oil mes] wonld be just as appropriate for 
the complete food of a cow as hay. We know 
that such concentrated food would be quite 
dangercus to feed a cow without some coarse 
foader, but it means that the nutriment in 
thece foods will be as cheap to make up any 
deficiency in the ration at those prices, as 
hay at the price mentioned. Therefore, when 
hay i8 dear in the dairy districte, instead of 
buying bay the dairyman should buy grain 
io some form to belp him out. The grein 
will be the cheapest, and his cows come 
through in much better condition for the 
milking sezson than if they had all the good 
hay they could eat. All a cow requires over 
42 to 15 pounds of bay should be made up 
in grain ford. Twelve pounds of hay and 8 
pounds of middlings per day will winter a 
1.000 pound vow much better than 20 pounds 
of hay per diy. Bat the ground feed should 
be mixed with cut bay, moistened, so the 
sround feed will adhere to it, and must be 
eaten with hay and raised and remasticated, 
I'ine feed, fed alone, i8 pot raised and 1emas- 
ticated, but goes on to the fourth stomach 
without further mastication, 

Speaking of the dradgery coonected with 
life on the farin, & well known writer cays: 
Whatever bas been the case in tbe past, when 
stumps wore to be pulled and mortgages were 
to be lifted from almost every field : when it 
wasn long way to market, and the buyer 
pad for produce in *‘irade,”” when almost all 
1ostruwenis were laborivuely hewn out at 
homo or clumsily hammered out by the vil- 
lage blacksmith ; there is, happily, less 
drudgery oo the farm now, and less need of 
it every year. Taking the year through, the 
working hours fa man on a farm are no 
longer than those of the section band on the 
railway, or the artisan io the shop, who hae 
his own garden to hoe before and after sup- 
per. The busy lawyer and the doctor in av- 
erage prac ico work longer and harder than 
the farmer. Toe grocer and the book-keeper 
c2:h sces less of bis chiliren in their working 
hoors than the farmer who sometimes envies 
the abuve their “easy life.” It must be con- 
ceded, of course, that the profits of farming 
are no: 8) large on an average as those which 
ar: realized by wen who are successful in 
werc:ntiie or professional life ; but, such as 
they are they are surer, twenty-fold surer at 
fest. Large profi's are always contingent to 
frge ticks, Oae must not expect the same 
interest irom government bouds 88 be does 
liom mining stocks. The wear and tear, the 
losing and Jeleats of business men in the Jast 
ten years, have been the experience tbat no 
farmer need covet.

There were 
no papers or letters to reveal ber identity, 
Her appearance would suggest that she wae 
likely a sewing girl. la the midst of the 
opulence of this city it 18 a terrible thing to 
think t"at a human beiog can die for wang 
of [od ; but the * Black List,” issued 
te Under 5 cretary of Siate for the Home 
Offic, shws that this 18 no isolated case. 
Feom she return lately issued, it appears that 
dariog las: year 37 deaths resulted star- 
vation in the Metropolitan district, 26 of 
which took place in the eastern division of 
Middiesex. Owe of the victims was only two 
years of age, while at the other end of the 
tcile there is the record of an old woman 
who died ot hunger after battling 
through Life for 76 years, Several of the fe- 
male victims were reamstretses and tailor- 
esses, while many were found dying in the 
stréets, and had literally no address, their 
vary names being unknowa. 

Rev, J. F. Shalz of Shrewsbury, Pa., pas- 
tor ot tho circuit embracing the Winstown Ev- 
angelical church, some time ago announced 
that he wonld preach a Grsnt memorial 
g'rmon; J. II. P. Fulton gave notice that 
such a sermon ehould not be preached in that 
church. But little attention was paid to his 
threat, and on Sunday Rev Mr. Shultz an- 
nonaced his text and proceeded with hissermon 
enumerating great wen of modern times. 
Fulton sat quietly until Gen. Grant's name 
was mentisned, when be sprang te his feet, 
brandished his arms, and cried to the minister, 
‘* stop that!" The preacher continued his 
discourse, and Fulton edvanced up the aisle. 
Great e'nfusion prevailed, which reached a 
origls when the angry member sprung into 
the pulpit and virlent!ly assaulted the minis- 
ter, knocking him down, A rush was made 
hy the congregation to difend the pastor, 
and in the melee one man received a blow 
from Falton's fist, and ancther bed bis cloth- 
ing badly torn. Order was finally restored 
and the sermon finished. Fulton will prob- 
ably be prosecuted. His actions bave aroused 
great indignation,

of powd r wil be employed and 50,000 
pounds of dynamite, Tae chambers in which 
this explosive material 18 to be placed repre- 
sent 20 000 cubie yards, equal to a building 
200 feet rquare snd 110 fees high, or 100,000 
tons of rock. A premature explosion would 
tain $1,000,000 worth of property, as 
well as destroy the lives of sll connected with 
the work. The cartridges extend over a 
space of four miles and are 20 feet apart; 
the explosion of one causes the instantaneous 
explosion of the whole train. The blowing 
up of Hell Gate will be an event unprecedent- 
ed in the worlds history, and it has been 
suggested that even so far away as St. John, 
its effects may be felt if it is successfully car- 
ried out.— Lr.
