we bave caten them while attending to the
wan's of an ‘“ angel” ; they have taken the
visce of ** funeral baked meats ; "and last,
but not least, we bave helped the boys sing!

This is the native home of the frolicksome
peanut, and it is meet that I should say
something of 1ts growth, of its habits, and of
it& culture and market.

Many people suppose that peanuts grow on
trecs, and that when they are ripe they are
clabbed off by small boys in knee-breeches.

Bat sach
isn't the case, for they grow in the grouad
like potatoes.

Or is it moreof a Cher-
okee sound 7 Eor my part [ give it up, One
thing 18 a fact, they are cultivated with no
more trcuble than is required for the pee
. Whilel was looking the subject the
otber day | found that some better fellow had
traveled over the road before me, and had
dne the work #o much better than I eould
do it that T know it will be welcomed bere.

WHAT THE OTHER FELLOW BAYS:

“ Although millions of dollars are now
spent »nouslly 10 peaouts, yet peanut farm-
ing mover nlong 10 the eame old grooves that
it followed twenty five years ago, The farme
wre of ahout the same size as they were then,
namely, from twenty-five to filty acres, A
very fow bave one hundred acres. From ten
to twelve n-groes are employed on s farm,
Wiio growing the vices resemble dwarf
beans, and a glance across a field reminds
you of » stunted buckleberry patch. The
nute wre drilled in Lills a foot apart, and in
rows two and & half feet apart. During the
summer the hoe is kept busy clearing ous the
weeds and piling a Little around every pea-
nut plant. When the crop is to be
v Lerse drags a plow like a potato plow
throtph the loeng rows, and the vines are
wroed up o the air, Then u of
uegroes are eent into the fields ar with
fong-tined potato forks. With these the
vives are tossed up into the air and freed
from dirt, Otber negroes follow and pile the
vines in shocks ®8 high as a tall man can
reach, The shocks laro bni::” around a rr;l.l
driven perpendicularly inwo the grountd.
pile is ;‘)):e\‘r):nted from tipping over by taking
ap each vioe in both hands and placing it on
cither side of the pole, thus binding it. The
iower end of the plant on which «he nute
grow is placed next to the pole. This method
is ewployed in oider that the sbell of the
nute while drying may not mildew by ex-
p sure to wind, rain and sun. After the
erop stands 1o shocks it 18 then lets for two
or three weeks, until it is thoroughly dried
out or cured. When the peabuts rattle in
the shells the sbocks can be taken down.
Nogroes gatbor around them, pull the nuts
{rom the vines, and pitch them 1uto a wagon.
Wten dried on the barn floor the nuts are
put wmto plein bags and carted bebind a mule
or borse team to the machine man,as the
cipitalist in the oity is called by the farm
cmployees. The machine man now handles
almost all of the farmer’s crope before they
reach the markst. These middlemen sprung
up six or seven years ago, and are addiog to
their number every day. In Norfolk, Va.,
are the largest concerns. The nuts are taken
to the top fhor ot the building and scoured,
by keepiog revolving in contact with one an-
other in a long, iron cylinder. Then they
are sout to the lower floor through spouts and
put throngh a faaviog mill. Attached to the
fanning mill isan endless apron of slate re.
volving across a table, after the fashion of a
horge's treadmill, in a threshing machine.
Around this endless wooden apron, twelve or
fifteen feet long and two wide, sit women
and girls, about a dozen on each side, who
withnimble fingers,8ort the nutsas they travel
onward, 4t the end of the table are spouts,
and the task of the employeecs is to place the
nuts on the apron in long lines, so that nuts
of the best grade shall tumble into onespout,
of the second grade into another spout, and
of the third grade into a third spout. These
spouts empty their contentsa into bins upon
the fivor below, where men are ready to put
the nuts into sacks. [t requaires tp.onml
g0il and a long season to produce peanuts in
perfection, and they are cultivated for com-
mercial parposes only in a fow counties in
Tennessee, Virginia, and North Carolina;
one or two counties in south-western Kena-
tucky oceasionally have some to sell, and in
some other parts of the South ﬂn{ are pro-
duced in goantities scflicient for local con-
gnmption, Virginia is the largest producer,
and furnishes fally one-balf of the commer-
cinl supply. Tennessce comes next, and
North Carolina is third in importance. Of
late years California bas produced some
nnts but they are all eonsumed on the Pa-
o/fio coast, and do not enter into the question
ot our wmarket.”
