Casts FROM PoMPEIT.—A museum has 
been erected in Pompeii, in which are 
preserved plaster casts of some of the 
people who perished in the eruption. 
These people were covered up by fine 
ashes just where they fill, and in the 
positions in which died. These 

ashes hardened, and gi®eugh the bodies, 
with the exception of 2 few bones, entirely 
disappeared in the course of ages, the 
hollow places lefoin the ashes were exactly 
the shape of the forms and features of 
the persons who had been there. Aun 
ingenious Italian conceived the idea of 
boring into these hollow molds and filling 
them up with liquid plaster of Paris. 
When this became dry and bard, the 

ashes were removed, and there were the 

plaster images of the persons who had 
been overtaken and destroyed before they 
could escaps from that terrible storm of 
hot ashes, which came down in quantities 

sufficient to cover a whole city from sight. 
In some of these figures the features are 
very distinct, and we can even distin- 
guish the texture of their cloths and 
the rings upon their fingers. There are 

eight of these figures—men, women, and 
irls besides the cast of a large dog. To 

stand and look upon the exact represen- 
tation of these poor creatures who perish- 
ed here seems still more to shorten the 
time between the present and the days 
when Pompeii was a lively, bustling city.

As I entered the sole room of the dwell- 

ing the poor mother came forward. greet- 

ed me with her customary ** Buenos dias, 
Madame !” but unable to say more point- 
ed to the bed, on which her dead child 

lay. I was moved by feelings of vom- 

passion and curiosity as I gazed on the 

child’s fanciful attire. A thin, light blue 
shawl was bound round her head, fasten- 

ed under the chin with blue ribbon and 

crossed on her bosom. Her hands, which 

were clasped in an upright position, held 

a few artificial flowers, a little cross and 

rosary, while a bunch of large pink arti- 

ficial roses was lail upon har brow, all 

presenting a strange contrast with the 

dark, rigid features. ‘The coffin, which 

[ saw later on, was decorated in the same 
tawdry manner, being covered with pink 

and trimmed with blue ribbons. Al- 

together it was an oddly pathetic sight, 

the color and tawdriness, and the woe- 

begone faces of the stricken parents.

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Let us take another start from Ki 
aud follow the Post Road South, ol Bt 
view of another section of this county, As 
we travel along we £0)n passs a lime kiln 

| where sometimes quite an amo .nt of lime ia 
burnt, and hauled to Richibucio and King- 

| ston for various purposes. (on'inuing our 
Journey we soon strike @alloway Hill, across 
which rune a road leading east and west, and 
running into quite a good farming country. 
I bave never seen it, but I believe a saw mill 
is built somewhere on the road leading east, 
and was at one time, if not now, a very val- 
uable property. The drive along the strait 
road is through a very beautiful piece of 
mixed wood, a cool ride in summer, and a 
perfect picture in the fall, and not too bad all 
the rest of the year. About 8 or 9 miles on 
the road we come to ** Chockfish,” or St. 
Anos, a large French settlement, whers on 
the prettiest point of the road is a very neat 
little R. OC. Chapel. Here roads branch off 
towards the ‘‘ Straits,”” and out into the 
back county and al! fairly well settled. But 
on we go until we come in sight of the 
pretty village of Buctouche, and which ever 
way you come into this place it is pretty. 
The mo:t of the business is done on the North 
side of the river, where a very fioe public 
wharf was built this past year, making it very 
easy to load the numerous vessels which carry 
the lumber, bark, fish, and other thiags to 
the various home of foreign markets. The 
first public building you see as you snter is a 
very neat Presbyterian church, where the 
Rev, D. D. Murray preached. Tne manse 18 
situated a little further down the river. Then 
as you look off to a point jutting out into the 
barbour, you see the magnificent buildings 
belonging to the R. C. Church, a fine Chapel, 
Priest's house, convent, and echool, built out 
of the bard earnings of tbe pror French who 
live all around this section of the country. 
There is a steam mill owned by ilerbert 
Irvine & Sons, and quite a number of stores 
French and Eoglish, and ro end of rum 
shanties, hotele they call them, where the 
young men of the place aro being successfuly 
taught to drink, swear, and gambie. Al- 
though the place is almost entirely French, 
yet the post master and telegraph operator, 
and teacher are al! English. There isa very nice 
school building which took the place of the 
one swept away by the Bactouche cyclone a 
few years ago. There are eevera! black- 
smith shops, a tannery and other sigos of en- 
terprise and business activity, Crossing the 
very long bridge which spans the Buctouche 
river, you come to saveral shops, hotels, and 
private houses , aud a neat little Episcopal 
church but seldom used now, however. There 
is a great amount of fishing done here and 
up aod down the river, Lobster factories are 
found all around the sbore aod barrels of 
oysters, and herrings, and various kings of 
tish are shipped to the Provioces and United 
States, Now, Meeers editors let us take 
breath betore we tackle the scene of the 
Bouctouche mystery and continue on towards 
the:oathern extremity of the country,

The revolaticn in Frauvce 
of 1848 led to the popular uprisings in one 
form or another sll over Europe, and fo a 
socialistic movement on a large scale, either 
in Eoglaod or France, would, in sil prob- 
ability, soon extend itself in all directions, 
perhaps even across the Atlantic.— Monfreal 
Herald. 

Feepixc Cornstarks.—There is great 
economy in feeding cornstalks which bave 
first been cut into as short pieces as possible. 
If the stalks are cut before frost injures them, 
cattle will devour nearly the entire stalk. An 
acre of stalks thus managed will keep a cow 
three months, but it will pay to add some 
corn meal, especiaily if the cow is giving 
milk for batter. If milk only is desired, 
bran made into a slop with warm water is 

better thau corn meal which is Lkely to 

fatton rather than increase the milk yield —
