| OUR KENT COUNTY LETTER.
I
Jan. 26 1836

Ouar Iast letter left vs at St Louis. the
terminus of the St. Louis Branch Raiiway,
'to Richibucto. Here is a station and to this
| point, seven miles from Richibucto, runs a
train three times & week, but what servies
it will ever be to anybody but the Catholies
of St. Louis no liviog man can tell. 1t may
take a few of the curious to see what I tried
to explain in my last, and it may be a more
convenient mode of carrying persons to the
convent and college. but there can never ap-
parently be enough to keep this line running
at & paying rate. The fare for passeogers
from Richibucto to St. Louis is 25 cents. We
shall not get aboard in our trip, as we want
to branch cff a few miles and take a look at
a very pretty settlement, called the * Nortk-
West.”' Here is another large R. C. chapel
and quite a large settlement ef French far-
mers. Many very comfortable looking: houses
well and stylishily built, with geod fields of
hay and grain when we last saw thbem,
would iead one to think the people were well
to do. But we muet not stop too loog in
oue plaee, or we shall be a long time getting
through the county.
From the “ North-West’ we can take the
road leading through a woody country until
we strike Mill Creek, in a central road fairly
well settled,till we come into Richibueto,or re-
trace our stepe and again reach the post road,
and through a flat and mostly barren coun-
try, with a few settiers mostly French, come
to the shiretown from the Nortb Eod. No-
thing of interest is found on either of t}ese
roads, so that we need not stay long on the
journey. When we eater the towi we ©i088
a creek and at once we are face to face wtth
aR C. chapel and a ball, dedicated to some
gaint. At this corper is the house of Father
Bannon, the very popular yourg priest, and
a very fine house built at the price of rum
by oue of our ¢ respectable” rumscllers, if
there ever was suah a pereon. Wonderful
town ! It has less than 400 ivhabitante, and
11 ramshops. For the past year our county
has been novel in this reepect; that. with a
local license act, the rumsellers (and they

are legion) have been selling without a li-
cense in the county. At the meeting of the
Council Board, last weck, only a few licen-
ces were granted, and an Inspeetor of Li-
o:nses was appointed for each parish, and
the temperance people are hoping for better
times thie year. Ilere we hsve reached the
third place on car rovts, to where hotels are
found frr trave Jers, and no/ one Temperance
Hotel am«ngst them.

C.. one Methcd:#; two Ep scopalian (though
only cre congregation ) and a Temperance
Hall, where the Proshy erians worship, a
Lodge of 1.0 G 1., and a Disision of Sons
of Temperance, ard yet elcven rum shops.

Tae Froripa Coupwave,—Recont letters

The proportion of yonng groves
in Fiorida i# over 50 per cent, of the entire
acreage now devoted to orange cuiture.
From South Florida, it is learned that the
cold bas been nearly if not guita as severe
a8 in the wo ¢oothern points  la Oakland,
Orange county, en the South Florida railroad.
the thermoneiter was 20 = to 22 for several
days. Pineapj les, vegetables and oranges were
frozen. Oun the St. John river the cold was
equally savere. It is expected & light crop of
oranges next year will be the result,

The Boston correspondent of the North-
weetern Lumberman says that indications
point to & boom in the spruce market when
navigation opens in the epring, and it would
not surprise many to eee spruce etart off at
$15 a thousand. He says: It 18 cerlainly
worth th-t price, and tbe mill men would
not make fortunes in a single sesson at that
fizure, and the dealers would still be able to
make a fair profit, The returns of the sur-
veyor Gencral sbow that over 9.000,000 ft.
more spruce was handled by his deputies in
1885 than daring the previous year, and over
4 000,000 1¢t. in excess of the returns of 1882.
when the trade was looked upon as very large.
It is to be boped that the unsatistactory feat-
ares ot the market noticeable during the past
year will not be repeated in the year to come.
Such a course is unnecessary,snd only stamps
the men in the business unequal to the emer-
gency. If in the season before us good judg-
ment acd an ordinary awmoun* of furesight pre-
vail, the volume of trada can be maintained,
and witli®t better prices, and, of course, more
gatisfactory results, — Globe.
