OUR SOUTHERN BUDGET. 

(§PECIAL CORRESPONDENCE TO THE SENTINEL) 

“The cold figures which show what losses have 

been inflicted upon the country by the late labor 

troubles are anything but inspiring. Brad- 
streei’s for last week contains a summary show- 

ing the wages sacrificed in the principal in- 
dustrial centres since May 1, the amount of in- 
jury to current business and the new business 
hindered and iudefiaitely postponed by the un- 

certainty growing out of these troubles, 
This summary places the direot loss in wages 

at $2,802,000, the loss to current business at 
$2,105,000, and the new business hindered or 
postponed at $24,800,000. Twenty millions of 
this latter item is in building contracts, which 
are almost certain to be deferred for another 
year, if not longer. Forty per ceat. of the loss 
on these contracts will be labor's loss. 

“If anybody can tell what has been gained by 
the laboring men as an offset to these eaormous 
losses there is a good opportunity and a loud 
call for them to speak up.” To an ordinary 
observer it would seem that what has been 
labor’s loss bas been nobody's gain.” 

Almost $30,000,000 in less than a month's 
time, and over half of it contributed by the 
laboring men, 
Why, that®smount of money would have 

bought nearly 30,000,000 acres of good land 
in the Old North State. As much more 
would bave started 50,000 farms, and have 
carried 50,000 families through the sammer 
until a barvest was gathered. 

Wheretore thie terrible sacrifice and loss ? 
When will the laboring classes see that 

they hold the keys to heir own happiness 
and wealth? 
At present the land is for ths laboring man. 

He can occupy 1t, and be his own lord and 
master, A combination of laboring interests 
will do much towards makiog this a prosper- 
ous land. But they cannot afford the luxury 
of strikes. The cost of strikes is the price of 
homes and hume comforts, 

A “STRIKE” BOX, 

Let every working man construct a 
“strike” box, and place it in a convenient 
place in Lis house, When he is asked to 
contribute towards maintaining a lot of idle 
strikers, let Lim place the required amount 
in his bux. 
The same course might be adopted in the 

assembly halls of the Knights of Labor and 
of trades wnioas,

money on house rent, a new suit of clothes, a 
sewing machine, or lay it aside to add to uoul 
the price of a new home in the South is saved.

NEARLY A MILLION DOLLARS. 

Almost a whole million 
of dollars wasted in New York city 
in a few days over a senseless strike, and two 
equaily ecnseless tie-ups of the sireet car 
lines. Not quite a million duliars, but 
almost. 'T'his vast amount of money, nearly 
every dollar of it, came from the pockets of 
poor working people. When people can 
afford the luxary oi strikes, why don’t they 
icquire of themselves whether they cannot 
afford the common comforts of a home. There 
is many & man who lives in a tenement at a 
high rental, who owns some scanty furniture, 
a tew cracked dishes, a worthless cur-dog, a 
beer pitcher, a sorry wile and a half-dozen 
ragged children, Aud that man is taught 
thas it is his duty to gait work, ** stand out”, 
denounce as a ** black-leg” and ** sab’ who- 
ever takes his piace and tries to carn an 
honest living by toil, and contribute sowe- 
thing towards waintaioing a strike, Aad he 
does 1t.
