Summer Schooling

The present tendency of our sehools is
toward what is called object teaching : in-
stead of committing to memory a des-
cription, and then answering with it the
question, ‘What is a quadruped ?’ *What
is a bird 2" the teacher is supposed to put
the creature itself into the child's hands,
and let it be observed and weighed and
measured. But the difficulty 1s, after all,
that the actual bird or quadruped is hardly

ever put into the hands, but ocly its
stuffed image, dead, stiff, faded, distorted.
The object lesson extends only to the
external forms of these things, while the
life, which ia the foundation and moving
power of them all, is omitted ; there is
no object lesson for that. We all re-
cognize that there is no change 8o
tremendous as that from a living human
form to a dead one, yet this change is the
same, so far as the body 18 concerned, in
every lower animal that exists. What is
there in common between this stuffed
ortole held up in the school room, with its
wired body and its artificial eyes, and the
breathing, radiant bird as it darts from
bough to bough, thrilling and palpitating
with warm life, and making the whole
neighborhood ring with its jubilant whis-
tle? One look through a spy-glass at the
actual creature is worth to the child a
whole museum of comparative zoology in
a stuffed or skeletonized condition. The
very butterflies and moths, inexpressive
as they are beside birds, lose so much not
only of their lustre, but of their flexible
and delieate life, when once pinned and
straightened outin a drawer, that he who
only knows the collection does not know
the thing that was collected. The plant
itself yields only a small part of itself
when studied in the dry herbarium; to
understand 1t you must watch its bud
and bloom, its seed-time and bharvest.
Dead collections of all these things are
inestimable for certain scientific pur-
poses ; but it is the crowning merit of
the modern method that it is the study
of life, biology ; and not merely natural
history, which implies a tale of some-
thing that was a part of nature, but is so
no longer. After all, the use of summer
is to live an out-door life; and it is only
in proportion as they bring us near to
this lifs that any summer pursuits are
seasonable or reasonable.-Harper's Bazar,

But this is not by any mesns the onmly
locality along the upper St. John worthy of s
visit.

After referring in laudatory terms to the
Aroostook county, its soil, farms and stores,
he proceeds :—

: Then take Edmundston, | suppose that not one
10 twenty of those who go to Grand Falle go to
Edmundeton Yet Edmundston snd its surround-
ings afford the most beautiful scenery along the
whole river. When Hon. Joseph Howe came
home from the Northwest, where he had been
governor or something, he drove through from
Riviere du Loup to Woodstock.
