a clock to be heard by the courts of law, 
out of a fine imposed on the Chief Jus- 
tice of the King's Bench in 1288,

Very few drink- 
ing mothers will refuse a sup to their 
obildren. . : 

If they do not learn fist enough in thi 
way, the ealoon-keeper will lend a hand. 
Send your boy of an errand to a grocery 
where they keep ale, and they will not 
seruple to give him u drink elyly. Many a 
drunkard has been made in this way, It is 
also given to children more openly. In pase- 
ing down Fulton Street on a fine day last 
summer, you wight have seen a large excur- 
sion wagon filled with children, who were 
being treated to lager-beer before starting. 

In Milwaukee, we are told that certain 
Sanday Schools hold their annual picnics in 
lager-beer garderne, la New York City, the 
same thing bas been done, once at least, the 
proprietors giving the Sunday School the use 
of their park, and a bonus of $50.00. They 
provided no water, but plenty of beer at low 
rates, So attractive did this prove, that 
many of the older ones remained for the 
evening, and at midnight over 100 youn 
men were drunk. This pleased these par 
proprietors so well that they offered their 
grounds to another end a larger Sunday 
School, with a bonus of $150.00, but public 
opinion did not sustain the movement. 
The beer shops in New York are a great 

peril to the children. Complaints have been 
made at the east-side police stations, that 
children are ‘drinking the drainings of the 
beer kegs’ in front of saloons. The recent 
death of a boy ten years old, named Price, 
was reported at the Bureau of Vital Statistics 
from *‘congestion of the brain due to alcobol- 
ism that was produced by drinking too much 
brandy or whiskey.” This boy wae one of a 
group of seven, all about 10 years old, dis- 
covered in a vacant lot uptown, drioking 
and quarreling over a demijobn of liquor. 
Beer 19 the favorite drink of the street Arab, 
Over one-third of the whole number in the 
Penitentiary on Blackwell's 1sland are under 
20 years of age. :
