A Surprise,
While all manner of epeculation was rife
as to when the Dominion elections were like
ly to come off and the various complications
that might influence the period of that event,
the Premier of Ontario bas, to the surpriss
of everyone, added a new element to the
speculative excitement in the way of a fact
that poseibly may affect the former consider
ably, The Oantario Legislature had another
session of existence ; but the government of
that Province, on the advice of Premier
Mowat and the Council, has dissolved the
Assembly and a general election is called, to
be held on the 29th December. This con-
clusion, it is stated, has been arrived at be-
cause it has been the invariable rule fuor the
British Parliament after the franchise has
been widened to sit no longer than bas been
absolutely necessary for the trapsaction of
indispeneibly necessary business, W hatever
was the intention of the Goveroment it will
now not be possible for it to hold the Dowmi-
nion elections before those of Oatario. And
now the agitation in Oatario, preparatory to
the election for Parliament, will for the time.
be overshadowed by that in connection with
the Assembly of Oontario, The result of the
latter should give rome indication of the pro
bable result of the former, At present the
loeal house is Iargely Liberal and opposed to
the Ottawa government, while in Parliament
it has the support of a majority.
Of course, every cffort will be made by
each party to score a victory as it is likely
the election will be run on Dominion party
lines ; and it will be very strange if the
party so scoring does not afterward extend
the victory in the succeeding election. Only
it must be remembered that in each case the
Governments respectively will, to a consider-
able extent, influence the elections.

The Manitoba elections will be held on the
Oth December, so that the year will bave
seen geoeral elections in all the Provinces of
the Dominion.

Our Cold Country.

People who want to go west and people
and corporations who are interested in in-
ducing imigration to the west are wont to
dwell upon the long and inclement winters
of New Bruoswick. However forcible
that argument may have been in the past,
