A TERRIBLE CHASE, 
In some States of the Union, particul- 

arly in the southwest, convicted eriminals 
are not kept confined in State prisons but 
are either employed on public works, or 
“farmed out” to contractors, who employ 
them in digging canals, building rail- 
roads, or other enterprises requiring 
manual labor. The system has 
certain advantages, and many disadvan- 
tages, ous of the latter being the liability 
of the prisoners to escape, in spite of the 
vigiiance of guards who have constantly 
to watch them while at their work. 
Ia conversation with a veteran lecomo- 
tive engineer a few days since, on the 
various perils to which an engine-driver’s 
lifs is exposed, he rélated a thrilling in- 
cident connected with the convict labor 
system which I will attempt to reproduce 
He said,— 
*“ The most dangerous run I ever made 

was down the Blue Ride, on the * West 
ern Carolina” line. This road crosses 
the mountains at a grade of two hundred 
feet to the mile. Throughout the long 
ascent up the Ridge, it winds about the 
foothills and along the mBuntain sides in 
spiral curves, often quite sharp, and act- 
ually in one place passes the same point, 
at diffsrent elevations, as it works up the 
mountain. 
“Near the top of the mountain is the 

famous “mud cut’ which has 8) puzzled 
all the railway engineers.. Soft mud at 
that place is being continueusly forced 
up into the road bed by the pressure, 
probalily of the strata on each side of the 
cut, so that a gravel train and corps of 
laborers is constantly required to keep 
the track clear. For this service the 
company has for some time employed 
a gang of State convicts. 

“I was at this time in charge of the 
| aid, or helper engine, which assists the 
trains to climb the heavy mountain grade; 
and on the day in question, I had push- 
ed up the morning freight, as usual, and 
side tracked in the cut, to allow the 
early passenger and express train to pass, 
on its way to Asheville. 

“From this elevated situation a wide 
view is commanded down the moun- 
tains, and already the smoke from the 
passenger locomotive could be seen in 
the distance as it slowly ascended the 
foothills and drew towards the spiral 
grades up the side of the main ridge. 
“Meanwhile the gravel train, with its 

gang of shovel men, had moved on the 
main track in the cut, and the eonvicts 
were busily engaged in throwing soft 
mud upon the “flats.” The work had 
proceeded for some minutes in silence, 
and the engineer of the gravel train, for 
some cause, left his cab for a few 
minutes, when one of the prisoners un- 
observed by the guards, steslthily 
slipped the coupling pin behind the ten- 
der. The fireman was out by the cylin- 
ders, oiling the bearings. Seizing this 
chance, this bold conviet suddenly 
sprang into the engine from the oppos- 
ite side, and before either of the guards 
or trainmen realized what was happen- 
ing, had puiled the throttle wide open. 
In an instant the engine started up, and 
in less time than it takes to say, it was 
moving off rapidly under a full head of 
steam. 
“Tks fireman’s shout was the first in- 

timation that anything was really wrong. 
Then tne guards waked up. Bang! 

bang ! went their rifles all around, but 
their bullets wera too tardy for the des- 
perate rogue: he ducked nimbly down 
bebind the tender. The balls rattled 
harm:ess!y against the sides of the engine. 
Had they hit and kilied the reckless fug- 
itive, the condition of aflairs would bard- 
ly have been improved, for the locomotive 
was out and away, rattling down the 
grade toward the approaching train. 
Evidently the convict had intended to 
jump off when at a safe distance, and 
escape during the confusion of a wreck. 
That heavy °* gravel” would naturally 
crash into the other train, I’ke a bolt 
from a cannon. 

“ The trainmen and guards stood, sta- 
ring after the receding engine, as though 
paralyzed. 

* What, indeed, could they do! 
“Then the thought flashed to my mind, 

could I give chase with my own engine, 
and catch the runaway ? 

“It was the only chance to save the 
passenger train from the horrors of a eol- 
lision on that winding, perilous grade ; 
and desperate as the chance looked, it 
must be taken instantly. 

“ (Change that switch!" I shouted 
ahead, and threw the lever over. 
“As my engine moved, one of the 

guards, scrambled into the cab ; and ry 
fireman jumped on the pilot as wedashed 
past the ** frog.” 
“In a mement we were out upon the 

main line, en the down grade, and gath- 
ering headway under full pressure of 
steam. 

“ But the gravel engine had the start, 

and was the heavier of the two locomot- 
ives, though mine ran on the higher 
wheel. Oa this latter cireumstance, 
alone, rested my chance of overtaking 
the gravel engine; and it seemed a doubt- 
ful chance at best. It is a reckless bus- 
iness to give an engine full speed on a 
down grade. But all depended on the 

first few minutes, and [ gave my ma- 
chine a heavy headway at onc», and bade 
Henry, my fireman to dump his oil and 
kindlings into the fire box! 

“In half a minute we were going at 
sixty miles an hour ! 
§ The rocky crags and ledges beside 
he line flew behind us in long streaks; 
and the trees below seemed blended into 
a confused patch of green, as we tore 
along. 

Instinctively now I closed the throttle; 
for no engine could carry steam down 
such a grade and live! Ahead was a 
sharp curve. We swayed around it like 
lightninz and then eauzht sight of the 
forward engine, still several hundred 
yards ahead. But we were gaining ; I 
comld see that wo were lessening the dis- 
tance. But could we overtake it in time? 
The passenger train could hardly be 
more than three or four miles away. 

“Catching sight of us bearing down 
upon him, | saw the convict run out on the 
tender, and leoking about as though try- 
ing to see a smooth epot to jump off : 
but the gravel engine had gotten up such 
a terrific speed that he was evidently 
afraid to leap. 

*“ ‘Point your rifle at him and eall to 
him tostop,’I shouted to the guard,but the 
guard terrified at the rate we were run- 
ning, had dropped his carbine on the 
coal heap, and was crouching and hold- 
ing on, the most abject picture of fear I 
ever saw. 
“My fireman, Henry, was a mere slip 

of a boy then, but a pluckier lad never 
opened a fire door. Bidding him to ‘give 
her the road,” I caught up the rifle, and 
getting out on the ‘running board,’ point- 
ed the rifls at the scoundrel in the for- 
ward engine, motioning him at the same 
time to reverse the lever. But either 
misunderstanding my motions. or fright- 
ened by the awful epeed, he jumped off 
the tender the instant he saw the riffe 
raised, and was instantly hurled head- 
long over the ledges—down the steep 
mountain side below the track. 1 caught 
a glimpse of him, whirling heels over 
head as we shot past. 
“He had left the gravel running free ; 

and now I knew that I must myself stop 
it, if it was to be stopped at all. 
“We were gaining upon it bat slowly; 

and I scarcely dared to give my engine 
more steam. But 1 could not tell how far 
down the passenger train was. If our 
high wheels would but keep the track ! 
“The engine careened from side to side, 

as we darted around the sharp curves. 
Every moment I expected to feel it 
plunge into the gorge below ; and there 
was no hope that the low- wheeled ‘gravel’ 
would jump the rails. 1 must catch it 
or the passengers would be lost. Sever- 
al times I pulled the whistle, hoping the 
passenger engineer might possibly hear 
me. The trouble was that, owing to the 
curves, the latter could not see us at all ; 
and the raitle and roar of bis own train 
would most probably prevent his hearing, 

“ ‘Hit her a little, Henry !” I shouted 
back, for I knew now that what we did 
must be done inside of another minute ; 
and in my desperation, I determined if 
there must be a collision, it should be in 
an effort to overtake the runaway. 

“The locomotive now scarlely touched 
the rails as she bounded forward under 
the fresh pressure cf steam. We were 
within thirty yards of the gravel train 
now, and we would catch up to it in 
half a minute more, if my engine could 
keep the trach. At this point a rocky 
eliff rose on one side of the line ; and on 
the other the steep mountain leaps 
abruptly off into a gorge hundreds of feet, 
in a sheer precipice. Looking down 
across the ravine, we seemed to be lit- 
erally flying in mid air. 

“Meantime I had run forward upon 
the pilot-frame, ready to leap to the ten- 
der of the “gravel,” the instant we came 
close enough. 
the runaway disappeared, as both 
engines plunged into a cloud-bank that 
lay piled against the mountain side. 
For a second or two nothing was visible; 
but for the roar of the wheels as they 
spun along the narrow shelf I could have 
thought we had jumped from the hill 
and were plunging dewn the clouds into 
the valley. 
“When, an instant later, we emerged 

from the fog, the tender of the gravel 
train was only a few feet before my pilot. 
I dared wait no longer. Even now I 
fancied that 1 could hear the roar of the 
passenger train from below. Measuring 
the distance well with my eye, I stepped 
back on the running board and straining 
every muscie for the dangerous leap, 
sprang ‘across the intervening space, 
caught upon the rear of the tender, hurg 
for a moment, then with might and main 
struggled to get aboard it—a feat that 
could not have been accomplished had 
not the trains had the same relative 
speed and motion. 

“Truly, that was a spring for life ! 
Not for my own life merely, but for hun- 
dreds of others on the coming train. I 
barely made it. For the jerking motion 
was frightfully long. Had the distance 
been a foot shorter I should have missed 
—and been instantly ground to pieees. 
But I dared not wait for the engines to 
touch, for there would then be a recoil. 

‘It required but an instant now to 
scramble over the coal into the cab, 
thrust back the lever and open the sand- 
boxes. Henry had at once done the 
same for our own engine. 

¢ How those cylinders wheezed, and 
the smoke and sparks flew from those 
drivers as they ground backward on the 
rails! 

* And we had scarcely brought them 
to a standstill when, puffing heavily 
round the next curve below. issued the 
passenger engine, coming unconsciously 
on—to certain destruction, had we not 
caught the runaway just as we did. 

¢It was an easy matter now to bring 
the train to a stop en that up grade. 

“In halt a minute more all three en- 
gines were moving quietly back up the 
grade. Very little was said; and to this 
day, suppose the passengers do not 
know why that abrupt halt was made on 
the mountain side, or how fearfully near 
they all were to death that forenoon.

OUR KENT COUNTY LETTER 
IV 

[0 our last letter we arrived in the town of 
Richibucto, a town which hae, evidently, 
seen better days, 1 do vot koow what ig 
wae, but I write of it es it is, and | confess 
[ cannot say much, I feel somewhat like an 
old lady of whom I bave read, who wes 
asked on the witness stand to give evidence, 
put answered one question by asking, ‘* How 
should I know anything about anything, I 
don’t know avything about?” | have lived 
in this place long enough to know the people 
to be very kind, and willing to help eaeh 
other to a certain extent, but you would 
sometimes smile at the aristocratic air which 
prevades the town. 
There is not much husiness going on now 

except in smelt packing, a business which 
employs a great number of men and boys, 
and circulates a large amount of cash, but 
which will soon close for this season, The 
stores are not doicg much, and as one very 

| prominent storekeeper told me, the reason 
seems to be that every country tettlement 
bas a store of its own; and thus the country 
people are not compelled to trade in the town 
as formerly. There are a few very nice 
buildings in the town. The private residence 
of Martin Flannigan, Mr. O'Leary, Mr. 
Vaultour, Robert  Phivney, Wm, Dawson, 
Wm Smith, R. B. N.ble, K. B. Forbes and 
a few 0 bers might be mentioned. 
We have quite a respectable Court House, 

where all the business of the county is trans- 
acted. The churches are none of them very 
wonderful expreeeions of architectural clev- 
erness or genwas. The R. C. church is the 
best from outside appearance, the Episcopal 
comes next, but for inside appearance and 
confort the Methodist church 1s, perhaps, the 
bet. The town 1s built on the s'de of the 
Richibucto river and about twu or three 
miles up from the mouth of the harbour. It 
is on two parslell streets, known es the 
front and back streets. The business is most- 
ly confined to the front street, on which are 
all the best ttores; the Conet House, mean- 
looking pest office, Customs offices, and other 
points of busipess interest, | might ale) say 
nearly all the rum shops of the town are on 
the front street, to The back street is no- 
table for having the Episcopsl Rectory, Meth- 
odi t Parronage, Prie’s |o ue, (Bachelor's 
Ha'l, or what do yeu cali it?) public echool 
building, Methodist church, Temperance 
ball, Episcopal school house, and Brown's 
“ Taovery.” [low much tanniog is dooe in 
the several build ngs referrcd to, ym unable 
to say. Mr. larrscn, the head *“ bose” of 
public sclivols, might be able to tabulate for 
that building. and possible tae Rev. Mr, 
Cressie, and the Revs W. J. Kirby and S. 
M. Tait fr the other buildiogs. Of course 
there are other buildings beside thoee named 
on this sireet. The Kent Northern Railway 
Company bave their principal officers bere. 
(ear the back street, too,) E. E. Pbair, 
Esq., ie the Superiatecdevt, snd Joshua O. 
Brown, Eq , contractor, is the Manager. The 
train is at presont visiting somewhere, but, 

where ? Echo answers ** Where?” We heer, 
with sorrow, thatin making its way through 
the very heavy crust the snow plow left the 
rails, and falling in someway upon the en- 
gine, has injared plow avd engine to the ex- 
tent of about £50). This line, conpecting 
with the [. C. R. at Kent Junction, is about 
27 miles in extent, and has been a very pay- 
ing line as far as we can bear. It is possibly 
a lLitt'e rougher than the I. O. R, but itis 
comfortable, and a very much pleasanter 
wode of travel than tte old way by mail 
stage slung the road to Weldiord station, and 
that only to mect the night exgress.

The Ootario bracch of the Dominion Al- 
liance has been in session in Toronto.

Tre Strike aT MiLLrows.—A\ Calais des 
patch of the 2ad inst. says: The St. Croix 
cotton mill, at Milltown, baving given notice 
of a reduction ct four cents per cut on fice 
work 2nd two on ccarse, the weavers struck 
in a body Thureday. Friday a rumor was 
oarrent that the mill proposed to manufacture 
work in large quantity for the weave room, 
meanwhile employing what weavers they 
could get, instructing others and letting the 
old hands go entirely. L'his resulted in the 
entire remaining force going out and the mill 
was shut down, The strikers marched to 
Calais S turday afternoon and held a mon. 
stea meeting in the roller rink. A resolution 
was adopted asking for an increase of ten per 
cent up n the rates paid in January and a 
reduction of from 11 to ten hours work. 
Operatives in the leading labor centres have 
been requested to assist in the stitke. A 
branch of the Knights of Labor will be form- 
ed immediately. Both sides ere firm, but it 
ia thought that a compromise may be effected. 
Popular opinion is with the stnkers. A 
majority of the strikers reside in this vicinity 
and can hold out a considerable ime, They 
were paid in full Saturday.
