such were the case it wonld not be such a
wonderful matter, not nearly so wonderful as
the story that is told of Dr. Johoson, who,
it is claimed, wrote ‘* Rasselas” in a few
hours, end never mended or eharpeved bis
quill during the entire writing. The latter
gtory few believe, while the former has been
denied by the author himseif.

“That eong waen't 80 allfired pop'lar down
bere as you might imagine, A right smart
of us used to sing ‘Fie, Maryland!" You
see, Maryland was entirely too slow in
coming to the front.
