A warm discussion i8 now going on ia 
Eogland as to what effect Mohammedanism 
is likely to bave upon the missionary work of 
the Christian church, This discussion is 
brought forward in consequence of a care- 
fully prepared estimate thas during the last 
ten years there have been meade in Africa 
nearly 5 000.000 converts to the Mohamme- 
dan faith, while it is safe to say that during 
the same period there have not been 50,000 
Africans changed from heathenism to Chris- 
tianity. Canon Taylor takes the ground 
that this extension of the Mohammedan reli- 
gion is of service to civilization and Chrie- 

tianity; that Islam is a epecies of half-way 
house between absolute paganism aud Chris- 
tiavity, and that those who are moving from 
the former to the latter may much more 
readily, in the course of their march of im- 
provement, become Mohammwedans than 
Christiane.
