ENGLISHNEWS.,

Jobn Bright has written a letter denying
the statement that he could not support the
Government’s Irish poliey, because he bad
declarea that forca was no remedy for the
troubles in 1reland. Mr. Brightsays: “Dis

unionists, whether under Mr. Gladstone, in
Eogland, or Mr. Parpell, in lreland, are not
careful as to the truth of their statements

Force is no remedy for just disputes, but it is
a remedy, and often the only remedy, for
disorder and violence, against which our laws
provide, I supported Mr. (iladstone’s aote
of 1881 and 1882 for the suppression of the
Land League and discrder in Ireland, and I
now support the Government in its efforts to
suppress the National Lesgue, which is the
Land League under another pame. My
sympathy for Ireland was not born of a fac

tion or & struggle for place and pay. It was
strong as long as 30 years ego, before Mr.
Gladstone, Sir William Harcourt and Mr.
Morley «nd their foilowers bad a word to say
in favor of the Irish tenantry, or the suffer-
ings of apy portion of the people. Recent
events have sirengthened my sympathy. We
bave delivered the tenants frow all that was
unjust and oppreseive in the laws effecting
the tenure of land. It i3 needful to free
them from the wicked conspiracy which is
leading them to dishonesty and crime. The
leaders of the conepiracy teach the tenant
that hie true interest is to plunder his land-
lord and to cherish a bitter hatred for Eog-
land. Industry, honesty and regard for the
law are despised and condemned. It is this
conspirascy with which the bulk of the
Liberals are asked to ally themselves. The
leaders of the Liberal party, forgetting what-
ever is honorable in its past history, es fol-
lowers, march in the p:th which will lead
only to party disgrace and national disaster.
[ would save the Liberal party, with which
[ have bsen much loager aseociated, and for
which I have worked more than any of the
present acting leaders, from the humiliation
with which it is menacad. I would, with
my eympathy for Ireland, save the populace
from the future conduct of men who are
answerable for much of the present suffsring
and all of the discrder with which the coun-
try is now efflicted snd disgraced.”

LIBERAL DEMONSTRATION.

A great Liberal demonstration was held at
Temple Combe, Dorsetshire. Twenty thousand
persons were present, Somerset, Hants and Wilts
rending-contingents. John Morely who was the
chief speaker, replied to Mr. Chamberlain’s re-
cent speech at Birmingham. He denied that
the Gladstonian position was not perfectly clear,
The Liberals, he said, stood with their feet upon
arock. Mr.Gladstonehad announced his assent
to modifications of his original Home Rule plan,
and his colleagues, who had been concerned in
preparing the bill had also cordially assented.
What more did anybody want to know? He was
amazed that Mr. Chamberlain did not produce
his own plsn. Was Mr. Chamberlain against
Home Rule altogether ? The Gladstonians want-
ed to know “what Radicals like Chsmberlsin
thought about the doings at Mitchellstown, En-
nis and the other places. As for Mr Chamber-
lain’s urging & postponement of the Irish ques-
tion for English legislation, the position of
Ireland, the speaker said, would not allow
periiament to deal with other affairs. The ship
of state was in & storm and was surrounded by
tumultuous waves. There was only one way of
making port, to summoa back the old pilot
(Cheers). Resolutions were passed expressing
confidence in Mr. Gladstone and demanding
justice for Ireland.

A Railway Horror.

Kovrz, Ind., Oct. 11—The east bound ex-
press, whbich left Chicago on the Chicago &
Atlantic Railway, last nighé, which stopped
at & water tack, three miles west of this
place, to repair a slight accident to the en-
gine, was run into by a freight train in the
crear, Three rear cars of the passenger train
were telescoped, set on fire snd burned.
Seenes of horror rivaling those at Chatsworth,
lil., ensued. It is estimated that 3() persons
were killed and cremated and 15 more io-
jured. Some i4 bodies have been taken from
tue wreck. Ooly one was identified, the
vihers being burned beyond recognition. A
tew men wno escaped unburt aesisted to help
many of the wounded from the wreck unti
rapidlv spreading flames drove them back.
Many were roasted before their eyes. Ooe
man saw three women burned up while he
was trying to extricate them. A little Bo
hemian boy hemmed in and not reached by
the fire, saw his father, mother snd two sis-
ters elowly roasted. The boy is dying. There
was & doctor on the train who saw his wile
and daaghter cremated in the burning wreck
and could do avsolately nothing for them.

From Dover to Calais.

A plan has been submitted by Admiral
Clone to the Minister of Pubiic Works for
the construction of a bridge across the Eng-
lish channel at Calais, Taoe bridge is to be
gimilar to tbe Niagara Suspension Bridge,
and made of iron. There will be passenger
ways, and a place for railroad tracks. Tne
structure, if built, will extend from Dover
Heights to the hills back of Calais, enabling
ships acd steamers to paes underceath.

Here aud There.

The Toronto Telegrom says : In this coun-
try theie is noone to find fault with the
authorities for the return of the flage of the
Royal Canzdien Regiment, or 100th Regi-
ment a8 it was called, presented by the Prince
of Wales to thirteen hundred Canadians oo
parade at Shorncliffe, Eogland, nearly thirty
yrars ego. The flags are said to be little
bigger now than a handkerchief, showing
every appearance of the «ffeets of gunpowder
and time. Their history would be ipterest-
ing, for they have fluated over the heads of
many a br.ve eold.er whose eyes have been
long clce d on *‘fame’s eternal camping
ground.” When the president of the United
States acsented to the proposal that the flage
captured by Usion troops from Confederate
regiments should be banded back, after the
lapse of a quarier of a century, a prote t went
up frore meoy sorthern throats and the pre-
sident was denourced in vigorous terms for
even thinking ot such a thing. So the flags
were not returned. It is doubtless the case
that party politics bad something to do with
the protest made, President Cieveland’s op-
ponents being anxicus to do bim all the harm
they could among Lis northern supportcrs.
In this country much is said as to the io-
difference with which colonists look upon
Great Britain's foreign wars, acd it 18 freely
stated that it would be impossible to raise a
regimer:t in Czneda to go to Egypt or Rue-
sia or lndia to fight for the British flag It
was pot always g0, and that it was not is
shown by the fact that the flags which bave
now been returned were carried by a regi-
ment from Capada which fought Britains

battles under foreign skies.
