liquore which is the cause of intoxiostion, is 
pot the production of creation. It cannot be 
got from either the animsl or the ve 
getable kingdom. Tbose substances, which 
co :tain, or will produce sugar, afte they 
are dead and become eutjoot to laws 
woich operates on inanimate matter, un- 
dsrgo a process which chemists ¢a!l vinous 
f rmentation. By this process, a new sub 
8 ance is formed called ricobol. It is com- 
posed of bydrogen, carbon and oxygen, in the 
proportion ot about thirteen, fifty-two, and 
thirty five parts to the hundred. I: is 10 ite 
nature, as manifested in its effects, a subtle 
and diffasive poison, The elements, by the 
¢ mhination of which the substance is furm 
ed, existed before, bat the substance itsel! 
which that combination forms did not exist 
bafore. It is the product solely of vinove 
fermentation, and it 18 as really different trom 
what existed before in the fruits or the 
graing a8 poison is from food, or drunkeness 

- from sobriety. Many suppose that aicobol 
exists in all the vegetable substances whose 
fermentation, after death, will produce it. 
Tas is a mistake. Not a particle of 1t is to 
be found except through tbe influence of 
vioous fermentation. After it 18 formed, it 
may be extracted from fermented liquors in 
three ways. 
Ooe is, to place the liquor under a re- 

ceiver, exhaust the air acd at a tempera 
ture of seventy degrees, the alcohol 
being lighter and more volatile than 
the other parts, will rise to the top, and may 
be obtained. : 

Another way is to precipitate the mucila- 
gious parte, the acid, and the oolouriog 
m=tter, by means of sugar of lead ; then take 
off the water that remains by means of pearl- 
asi¢8, when the alcobol will remain. : 
Toe third way is by the application of 

heat and then ot eold, as in common distilla- 
tion. This last is the ordinary metbod. 
The first that alcobcl was extracted from 

farmented liquors was done by the Arabians 

Territories, or the District of Columbia ” 
The second section of the Act makes all such
