Spiritual Effects of Drunkenness. 

The loss of self-respect the lowering ef 
ambition, and the fading out of hope are 
signs of the progress of this disease in the 
character. It is a mournful spectacle—that 
of the brave, high-spirited man sinking down 
into the degradation of inebriety ; but how 
many such spectacles are visible all over the 
land! And it is not in the character of those 
alone who are notorious drunkards that such 
tendencies appear. They are often seen in 
the lives of men who are never drunk. Sir 
Henry Thompson's testimony is to the effect 
that *‘ the habitual use of fermented liquors, 
to an extent far short of what is necessary to 
produce intoxication, injures the body and 
diminishes the mental power.” If as he 
testifies, a large proportion of the most pain- 
ful and dangerous maladies of the body are 
due to the use of fermented liquors, taken in 
the quantity which is conventionally said to 
be moderate, then it is certain such use of 
them must result also in serious injuries to 
the mental and moral nature, Who does not 
koow reputable gentlemen, physicians, 
artists, clergymen even, who were never 
drunk in their lives, and never will be, but 
who reveal, in conversation and in conduot, 
certain melancholy effects of the drinking 
habit? The brain is so often inflamed with 
aloobol that ite functions are pot perfectly 
performed, snd there is a perceptible loes of 
mental power and moral tone. The drinker 
is not conscious of this loss, but those who 
koow bim best are painfully aware that hie 
perceptions are less keen, his judgment lees 
sound, his temper less serene, his spiritual 
vision less clear, because he tarries every day 
a little too long at the wine. Even those 
who refuse to entertain ascetic theories in 
regard to these beverages may be able to see 
that there are uses of them that stop short of 

hartfal to the mind and heart as well as the 
body. That conventional idea of moderation, 
to whiob Sir Henry Thompson refers, is rather 
elastio ; the term is stretched to cover babits 
that are steadily despoiling tke life of ite 
choicest fruits. The drinking babit is often 
defended by reputable men to whom the very 
thought of a debauch would be shocking, but 
to whom, if it were only lawful, in the tender 
and just solicitude of friendship, such words 

| 89 these might be spoken : *“ It is true that 
vou are not drunkarde and may never be; 
but if you could know, what is too evident to 
those who love you best, how your character 
is slowly losing the firmness of ite texture and 
the fineness of ite outline ; how your art de- 
teriorates in the deli of its touch ; bow 
the atmcsphere of life seems to be murky 
and the eky lowers gloomily above you—you 
would not think your daily indulgence quite 
barmless in ite measure. It isin just such 
lives a8 yours that drink exhibits some of its 
moet mournful tragedies.

P.O. Byram Complains. 

To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel: 
We have good grounds for grave charges 

sgainst our Collector of Customs, in exacting 
the export daty on our shingle wood, which 
is drawing our wood trade in shingles and 
olapboarde near a close. We are led to be- 
lieve the tariff says to collect $1.50 per cord of 
128 cubic feet of shingle wood, pine and 
cedar, but virtually speaking only 30 cents 
per cord are realized. One cord of 128 cubic 
feet of cedar will produce only 3,000 
shingles, which taxes the shingles 50 cents 
per thousand export duty ; and our collector 
takes 1,536 superficial feet of cedar logs to 
represent one cord of 128 cabic feet, and 
charges $1 50 export duty, being the same as 
he would charge for one cord of 128 cubic 
feet of shingle bolts ; in one case one cord 
will make 3,000 shingles and in the other it 
will make 15,000, so we are losing 6.00 

r cord for every cord, the collector taxes 
1036 superficial feet for a cord. In one case 
we get 50 cents per thousand export duty on 
what shingles are made out of the wood and 
io the other only 10 cents per thousand, of- 
fering an inducement of 40 cents premium on 
every thousand, for the Americans to cross 
over and elaughter our shingle rift. Per- 
baps our Collector of Customs thinks a 
wholesale bueiness is more creditable than a 
retail, if it is robbing our country out of its 
short lumber trade. Our Collector says Mr. 
Merritt ie his boes ; if Mr. Merritt is acting 
according to his bosses’ orders, he should tell 
bim to study the difference between cubic 
and superficial measure in lumber, before any 
more duty is collected.
