The conditions of Cwosda and the United 

States are widely d.fferent in that, while the 

latter bas an overflowing revenue and a debt 

diminishing ts fast ae is considered wiee to 

allow it, Caneda bas not a sorplus revenue 

and has an increasing debt. If all tariff re- 

strictions between the commerce of the two 

countries were removed, how would tbe 

revepue raised from Custome on goods, 

the productions of other countries, be 

supplemented 60 as to make good 

the deficiency. We suppoee the theory 

is that the people at large would be richer 

and better able to contribute by direct tax 

than they are at present by the indirect 

method.

Circuit Court. 

[Conecluded. | 
The case ot George Maddox vs. J. R. 

Murphy, was taken vp on Thursday. This 
was an action for false imprisonment brought 
by plaintiff against the defendant. It ap 
peared in evidence that an execution had been 
iesued against the plaintiff for school taxes 
due Distriot No. 4, Simonds, for the year 
1882, and given to one Jobn Holmes a const- 
able who, with the defendant, was in the 
police court when the execution was issued 
That the defendant went with the constable 
up the road for the purpose, as was alleged, 
ot bringing the boree and wagon back if 
necessary, and the plaintiff was arrested some 
G or 7 miles above the Town, between 11 and 
12 at pight. The defendant claimed that 
he was in no wise aiding and assisting the 
constable in the arrest, and that he was 
therefore not liable. The Judge was strongly 
of that opinion, and the jury found for the 
defendant. Attorney General Blair counsel 
for defendant.

Mr. Chas, H. Lugrin has published the

ested in the coming exhibition at Toronto :(— 

Sir,—I have been requested by the Man- 
aging Committee of the Dominion and In- 
dustrial Exhibition, to be beld at Toronto 
from September 5th to September 17th next, 
to secare the co-operation of the manufactur- 
ers, farmers and stock-raisers of the Province, 
As an inducement to exhibitors from a die- 
tance the committee will pay full freight 
apon sll articles sent from a distance of more 
than 1,000 miles. St. Jobn is 1,084 miles 
from Toronto, and Fredericton via the N. & 
W. Railway 1,023. Moncton is 995 miles 
from Toronto. These distances will enable 
exbibitors to judge whether they will have to 
pay freight or not. Where the distance is 
over G00 and pot more than 1,000 miles the 
committee will pay three-fourths of the 
freight. In both cases the freight will only 
be paid on condition that the articles are re- 
turned directly to the original point of ship- 
ment and are not sold at the exhibition, 

Several persons have already expressed to 
me their desire to exhibit if some concerted 

action is taken to secure a proper display of 
articles sent from this Province.
