A Chinese Meuse. 

In her new book on China, Miss Gor- 
don-Cumming gives this description of a 
Chinese house of the better class: It 
covers so much ground and there are so 
many open balls, consisting chiefly of 
pillars and ornamental roofs, scattered 
promiscuously about, among paved court 
yards, decorated with flowers in pots 
and then there are walls pierced by odd- 
ly shaped portals, formed liked octagons 
or circles;or even teapots, and all placed 
at irregular intervals, never opposite one 
another; and then shady morsels of gar- 
den, with all manner of surprises in the 
way of little ponds and angular bridges, 
and quaint trees. Then somehow, quite 
unexpectedly, you find yourself in a 
brightly ornamental suite of small rooms, 
which seem to have been originally one 
great room, subdivided by partitions of 
the most rate wood ving, and 
furnished with beautiful polisbed black 
wood, aod hangings of rich materials: 
Such houses are, in fact, the patriarchal 
encampment of a whele clan, to which 
all the sons and brothers of the house 
bring their wives. and there take up 
their quatters, living together apparently 
in very remarkable peace. 
We were received by our host and half 

a dozen gentlemen of the family, and for 
some time we sat in a fine open reception 
hall, drinking pale straw-colored tea in 
its simple form, and playing with a nice 
little son, the hope of the house. Preseni- 
ly our host who is very friendly to for- 
eigners, and, from intercourse with them 
is less punctilious than most Chinamen 
on the matter of being seen speaking to 
his women folk led us aside and present- 
ed us to his most kindly and courteous 
old mother, who conducted us to her 

appartments, her son accompaning us. 
He then introduced us to his little bride, 

aged 13. His matrimonial ventures bave 
go far been unlucky, two previous wives 
having died very early, This one seems 
a nice, bright little lady. She was very 
highly rouged, as also her sister-in-law, 
Another sister, beeng indisposed, was 
not rouged, nor was the mother, and 
theretore pleasanter to our eyes; but the 
Canton ladies love to lay on the color 
thick. There is no deception about it! 
It is good. honest red, laid thick upon 
the cheek, and carried right round the 
eye brows. The latter are shaded to re- 
fine their form. They cannot under- 
stond wdy English ladies should refrain 
from such an embelishment. Only when 
in mourning do they refrain from its use, 
and one notable exceptien is that of a 
bride, who, on her wedding day, may 
wear no rouge, so that when her 
silk veil is removed and the fringe of 
pearls raised, her husband, looking on 

her face for the time, may know for cer- 
tain what share of beauty unadorned has 
tallen to his lot. 
But of all eccentricities of personal 

decoration the oddest, I think, is that of 

gilding the hair, which, I am told, young 
Canton girls do on very full dress oc- 
casions. ‘Certainly 1 do remember a 
time whet some English ladies powdered 
their hair with gold dust; but then they 
owned golden locks to start with, where 
as these are all black and glossy as the 
raven’s wing. 

Learning Housekeeping. 

An English lady who has resided for 
gome time on the Continent, writes :— 

The complaints I hear daily about 

servants and housekeeping induce me to 
make a proposal—namely, that of estab- 
lishing the system which is practiced in 
Germany, of sending every young girl, 
after she has finished her school educa- 
tion and before she is ‘out,’ to learn 

housekeeping. This every girl in Ger- 
many dos, be she the daughter of a 

nobleman, officer, or small offieial. = She 

goes direct from school into a family 
corepapaging to her station in life. 

Those whe are rich go where they pay 

well, and are in a ‘good family,” so that 

they are enabled to live well, and good 
cooking and great variety. No one is 
taken info one of these establishments 
for less than a year, so that with every 
month & new branch is learned—one 
month the preserving of fruit in season, 
next, laying in of apples and vegetables 
for winter use, preserving of eggs and 
butter, ete. 

These girls are taught everything, 
from washing dishes, sweeping and 
polishing the floors, clear-starching and 
ironing, dusting and cleaning ornaments, 
cooking, laying the table, waiting upon 
the table, polishing the silver and glass, 
to decorating the tables with flowers and 

fruits. Great is the ambition of the 
pupil to hear that her taste and manage- 
ment are the best. Combined with these 
duties are those of keeping the house- 
hold linen in repair, and learning plain 

sewing. Thus the young girl gets experi- 
ence in household affairs. Though the 
pupils have to learn everything, servants 
are kept in these establishments, who, in 

their turn, are taught by the advanced 

pupils, who, have learned from the moth- 
er of thé family. 

This accounts for the excellent house- 

keeping’ in Germany, where comfort is 

combined with economy, and the plea- 

sure of having everything precise and 

clean. The labours of the day are over 

by midday, (dioner being at midday,) 

when everybody is at liberty for study, 

needlework, or amusement, till time for 

preparing supper.

A Woollen Factory. 

To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel: 

This cold weather makes me think all the 

more of our necessity of having a woollen 
factory. It ie a small matter to a practical 

man to make a yard of all-wool oloth ; after 

the factory is ranning we will see a pound 
of wool is worth 25 cents ; now a pound of 
wool will make a yard of cloth, good full 
weight and full measure. It costs about 

four cents per pound to card and spin, and 
four cents to weave a yard of cloth, and I 
don’t think it will cost any more than two 

cents a yard to color and dress a yard such 

as Oxford, Yarmouth or Port Elgio cloth 
such as most all of your readers are acquaint- 
ed with. Now we have about all that a 
yard of oloth costs : Twenty five cents for 
the wool, four cents tor carding and spinning, 
four cents for weaving, and two cents for 
coloring, washing and drying ; total, thirty- 
five cents for a yard of all wool cloth, of our 
own wool, raised in our own county. Now, 
Messrs. Editors, I am sorry to think there ie 
not one man in our county who knows how 
to manufacture a yard of cloth by machinery. 
1f there ig one, I would be glad to see or hear 
from him. We will put our boys to trades 
of nearly every kind only the woollen buei- 
ness, one of the most useful and comfortable 
things we can and must bave, no matter what 
the price is or where the goods are made; 
but let us have them manufactured here in 
our own county. I don’t oare where in the 
county, only give us a factory which will 
give ne our own cloth, made out of our own 
wool, to save freighting both ways ; now we 
have to freight our wool away, and freight 
the cloth back, and whatever profit there is 
give it to any of ourselves who know enough 
and have the push in them to make ue as 
good cloth as we can get elsewhere, besides 
baving them live amongst us and keep the 
wool-growing business up. In this cold sec 
tion, ae it is ranning down now, our farmers 
are disposing of their flocks of sheep because 
they cannot get rid of their wool at a good 
advantage at home. Now, some will ssk, 
can we get wool enough here in this count 
to keep a factory running, and can we sell 
our oloth. 
as they can in Nova Scotia or Canada. I 
baye been told by an agent from Montreal 
that'S. H. & J Mose of Montreal, sells what 
seventeen factories make in Canada. Now if 
thie enterprieing firm can come down from 
Canada and make money out of our trade 
why don’t we make the business ourselves 
and do as they or any other good firm do. 
I say we can, Messrs, Editors. I noticed in 
a New York paper this week that Jim 
Blaine, whom they 
Knight” through the United States, has had 
a suit of clothes made out of Maine wool, 
made in a Maine factory and cut and made 
by a Maine tailor, that great statesman 
whom I think will be the next president of 
sixty millions of people. Let ue go ahead, 
get a building up and then we have a start- 
ing point; after that is done I will warrant 
we will get a good man in a good place to 
make good, all-wool goods, -l benefit every 
one who wears them. With such able men 
as I saw at the County Council yesterday, 1 
am eure they will not let their farms fall 
short of sheep and wool, and they will help 
to get our factory started, as they seem to 
be all deeply interested in théir own advan- 
tage, and that is to have a factory, and the 
sooner the better. All we want to begin 
with is to get some good, industrious man | 
a man who knows his business, and make 
good staple cloth, blankets for house, camp 
and horses’ use, with knitting machinery at- 

then as now, get it.cheaper, raise more wool, 
and be a people here as well as anywhere 
else. 
Now when I commenced I did not intend 

to write half so much, but the more I think 

the more I see our loss by not having the 

desired factory, which would be weloomed 

by almost every one, who would look at it, 

but most by the help who would work in it.
