King's Cross was a drearylittle hamlet,
scattered, in an inconsequent fashion,
along tha razged Maryland coast, with a
round lighthouse, whose eye of revolving
flime glared wickedly out to seas of
stormy nights; there was a bathing beech,
more or less washed away by the capri-
cious tides, and an irregular street of
old stone houses and woodsn cottages.

Militia Report.

From the report of the Department
Militia and Delg’:e, it is shown ;::nt the o:-‘
dioary militis expenses for the year were $1,-
178,659 and the expenses consequent on the
Northwest rebellion were $2,85]1 895—a total
of $4,030,554. The sum of $24,708 was
paid to 459 pensioners. Tbe revenue for the
year was $24,331, of which $11,868 came
from eale of ammuoition and $5477 from
rent of military properties,

Lt. Col. Maanseil's report is of interest to
New Brunswickers. The D.A.G. of distriot
No. 8, returns of cavairy 29 oficers and 315
non-come, and men; of field artillery 12
officers and 158 men, of garrison artillery 23
officers and 210 men ; of eogineers 3 oflicers
and 42 men, and of infantry and ritles, 215
offi‘ers and 2 395 men—a grand total of 2,-
610. Col. Mauneell states, however, that
the actual etrength preeent at inspection was
but 1,344. There were present st cam
Sussex for annual drill 81 officers and 824
rank and file.

Uol. Montizambert, agsistant inspector of
artillery, especially compliments the Wood-
