wrap each one in a sheet, leaving only 
the eyes uncovered, but concealing the 
dress so entirely that it is even a matter 
of conjecture whether it be a man or 
woman, When the wrapping has been 
arranged each mummy must keep it in 
place by the hand, and when all are ready 
the other divisions come in and guess to 
whom the eyes belong. It gives one a 
very uncanny feeling to have a pair of 
questioning eyes peering into one’s own, 
and the disguise isso complete, those that 
are nearest and dearest are not often re- 
cognized. When all have had a guess 
throw off the sheets and let the other 
divisions change places,until all bave been 
alternately guess: d and muwmied. This 
game may be varied by stretching heavy 
paper, in which groups of eye slits have 
been cut, across the open doorway. For 
economy's sake we pasted together the 
large, almost perfect sheets that dry goods 
come wrapped in, and which the mer- 
chants willingly give us ; have it entirely 
dark behind the paper, and throw all the 
light possible on the eyes that fill these 
slits in the pe per. 

Why Do We Have Eggs At Easter. 

Easter is observed among all Christian 
people as the anniversary of the great 
event of the resurrection of Christ. He 
was dead, but returned to life. The egg 
is taken as emblematic of a return to life. 
It is to all appearance dead, but we know 
that if placel under proper conditions, 
life will como forth from it. The use of 
eggs at Easter was adopted from an usage 
older than our era. It was the custom 
in very early times to celebrate the return 
of spring by making presents of eggs. 

* Why does not Easter always fall upon 
a fixed dav. Christmas is always on 
December 25th, why should not Easter 
be fixed with equal certainty 2’ Easter 
must always be on Sunday. It is not a 
particular date that is observed, but a 
particular Sunday. How to decide upon 
the Sunday, gave the very early churches 
much trouble, and there were differences 
on that account, but the matter was set- 
tled at a council held at Nice, in the year 
325. The rule was adopted that: * Easter 
day is always the first Sunday after the 
tull moon, which happens upon or next 
after March 2lst, and if the full moon 
happens on a Suaday, Easter day is the 
next Sunday after. This gives Easter day 
a wide range of dates, as it may occur on 
any Sunday from March 22nd to April 
25th. 

Good in Moderation . 

The use of tobacco, as distinguished 
from its abuse, ought to be a matter of 
intelligent observation and experience. 
We should incline to the opinion that any 
particular individual who can say, ‘1 al- 
ways know when I have smoked enough—

But it eo 
happened that I was asked to study the 
action of a'cobol along with a whole series of 
bear chemical boaies, and to investigate their 
ing in relation to each. other Andso I took 
aloohol from my shelf in the laboratory, as I 
might any other drug or chemical, and I 
asked it in the course of experience extended 
over a lengthened period, * Whaido youdo? 
I asked it, ‘ Do you warm the animal body 
when you are taken into it?" The reply 
came invariably, * [ do not except in a mere 
flash of surface excitement!’ Then I turn 
around to it in another direction and I ask 
it, * Do you give mascular strength ?' 1 test 
it by the most rigid analysie and experiment 
I can adopt, aod ite reply ie, ‘ I give no 
muscular strength.’ I turn to its effect on 
the organs of the body, and find that while 
it expedites the heart's action, it reduces 
tenacity ; and, in tbe nervous system, I find 
the same reply; that is to eay, I find the 
nervous system more quickly worn out under 
the influence of this agent than if none were 
taken at all. 1 ask it, ‘Can you build up 
any of the tissues of the body?” The answer 
is again in the negative. ‘Il build nothing. 
If I do snything, I add fatty matter to the 
body, but that is a destructive agent, 
the tissues, destroyicg their powers snd 
making them less active for their work.’ 
Next I tarn around to the facts of experience. 
I think, * Well, as 1 bave come to the above 
conclugion, I will experiment on myself.” 1 
duso. Igaveup that which I thougnt warm. 
ed aud helped, and I declare, after consider- 
ing the whole period in which I Lave sub- 
jected myself to this ordeal, I never did more 
work ; I never did work with equal facility ; 
I never did work with such complete sence of 
freedom from anxiety snd worry as 1 have 
done during the period that I have abstained 
altogether, Let this fallacy then, as to the 
‘necessity of moderates drinking, be removed.

They secured 
control some time ago of the South Eastern 
line, extending from Montreal to Newport, 
Vs., in order that they might bave the only 
connecting line with Passumpeic & Northern 
as well as the Boston, Uoncord & Montreal 
lines, and it was an open secret two months 
ago, just before the breaking off of the Lowell 
lease of the New Hampshire railroade, at the 
instance of minority stockbolders that an 
arrangement had been come to between the 
Boston & Lowell and the great Canadian 
sycdicate whereby they were to obtain con- 
trol for a long term of years of she Lowell 
and its Jeased lines, 
Now that the Boston & Lowell aro about 

to be leased with all its recently acquired 
properties, to the Boston & Maine, it is openly 
stated by railway magnates here, that it has 
been done at the instance of the Canadian 
Paoifio, who are to obtain a silent control of 
the entire Maine property. The price paid 
to the Boston & Maine is understood to be 
for ite share in the transaction 8 per cent. on 
the stock for the first five years, and 7 per 
cent. thereafter #0 long as the lease shall run, 
which is understood to be UY) years. 
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A Ghastly Ride.
