The insurance on the money was effected at
Lloyd’s, and was paid over to the insurers
after the veseel foundered. After a lapse of
over a year Captain R. I, Stevens and three
Eoglieh divers were sent out to try and re-
cover the sunken treasure. They succeeded
in bringing up nine boxes containing op*
of the value of $10,000 each, but the ten
box could not be found and the divers had to .
come away without it.

Tobacce Waste.

In a village of about 3,000 inbabitants the
amouat spent yearly for tobacco was found
to be 10,000. or over three dollars on an aver-
age for each man woman, and child. This
amount exceeds the whole cost of maintain-
ing the village churches, four in number.
Some of the church members pay from $30
to $100 for their own cco, and only from
$10 to 30 for the church expenses of their
entire family.

The lack of rain in California this year is
causing serious apprehension among farmers,
Only a few slight showers fell at the close of
October and the first week in November and
theee are insufficient to moisten the ground.
Plowing bas been impossible, except in very
sandy land, as in stiff oil & plow cannot be
forced into the ground. The usual November
sowing of grain has not taken place, and the
chances are that when rain sets in it will be
80 steady as to throw all work on grain into
the new year. This long continued drought
in November is not unprecedented, but ac-
cording to the best weather aathorities it is
ominous of dry weather,
