The monthly meeting of the Carleton Co. 

Agricultural Society was held at the Sen 
mines cflize, on Monday afternoon last, About 

the average attendance was present. The 

President occupied the chair, 

A bill of W. T. Deyedale’s for %9.00, for

The Secretary read a letter received from 

S. E. Campbell expressing himself as favor-

On motion of J. T. Fletcher, seconded by

A conversational diecuesion on the suhjact 

‘of “Saperphospbates,”” was now opened by 
C. P. Bull, who said : He had no paper to 
read bat would simply tell what he knew 

about the use of superphospbates. In 1885 
be had tried it oo potatoes alone; 
the potatoes grew well for the first 
half of the season, when their growth stop- 
ped, not over half a crop was realized ; no 
farm yard manure was used. In 1886 he had 
tried superphospbates on turnips, beets, 
buckwheat and corn ; the buckwheat was on 
gravelly soil; the turnips and beets on 
sandy, and the corn on sandy loam ; the 
result was satisfactory in each case and the 
use of the superphosphate paid wel. He 
used about $2 worth of superphosphates on 
1} acre cf buckwheat and believed the crop 
was increased thereby 25 bushels. He sowed 
the fertilizer on the buckwheat ground just 
a8 he wounld grass seed ; it was the best crop 
of the kind he ever raised. lle used Bowker’s 
superphospbates,which ocets about $2.50 per 
owt. After haviog used it on tornips and 
beets for several years he would not now try 
to raise turnips without applying it. He 
tested acre corn with barn-yard manure 
and } acre with superphosphatee, and found 
that tha latter was a week earlier, with 
longer and better ears, For turnips be 
placed stable maoure and ealt in the 
drill, and on the top of the drill, mixed 
with the earth he sowed the superphosphates. 
He had raised over one thousand bushels of 
turnips to the acre. Ile found by thinning 
his turnips out to 3/) inches apart, they 
yielded a much heavier crop than when 
thinned to only 12 inches, 
Mr. Slipp had used superphosphates for 

three years, on turnips, with very satisfactory 
results. 

Mr. Carman had been using superphos- 
phates on his tarnip land the past two years 
and was satisfied that result was profitable. 

Mr. Perkins found that guano gave better 
results than superphospbates. The use of 
superphesphates left the ground in aw im- 
proved condition for grass. 
Mr. Abaer Bull had used it on turnips with 

good results. 
The meeting then adjourned to meet at the
