Jerusalem.

We will take a walk. The eity is not
large, the walls not very long, suppose
we take them on our left and see how
long it takes us to come back again. The
way about the walls is first by the well-
made modern road that leads to Bethle-
hem—by the deep, dry moat and by the
rim of Hinrom vale,

Then by a donkey
path it takes the left—uow up, now
down, now by the burying ground, and
by old gates and old stones, skirting the
Kedron vale, and then Geehennah's
guleh: then by a narrow foot path past
the garden patches, past old knotted,
gnarled olive trees ; past Bethany's mud
houses clinging to the dreary, blistered
walls and past the golden gate—skirting
the vailey of Jehosaphat with his reck
towb and that of Absalom and Zachariah:
past the St. Stephen gate that gives a
view of sad Gethsemane and Olivet; then
through among the Moslem graves and
tombs where waiting women sit and
mourn their dead ; past the Damascus
gate, in view of Jeremiah's cave where
erst he sat so many recluse years and
pondered o'er the past, and phrophesied
of future woes; then past more walls
and heaps of rubbish, stones and aged
olive trees that have seen the tears and
heard the sighs of centuries, we come
back to the modern homes and streete
again, and on the modern pavements by
a lot of modern traders shops stand we
by Jaffa gate again. Look at your watch.
Not quite sixty minutes gone since we
stood here before, yet we bave compassed
all these walls about—been clear around
the present Jewish city, which now is
twice as large as it was when the Sa-
viour died on Calvary! Now are these
walls two miles and a balf about ; then
prehaps a fraction more than one—a city
then upon a walled space—with Zion's
hill, Moriah—with all its temples, houses,
streefs, about the size of six modern city
blocks! Such was the magnitude of the
great City of David, a mere speck upon
this Judean mountain range ; a barren
place amid more btarren; city without
sewerage, gas or aqueducts ; city without
streets where carriage wheels could roll
merely a hornet’s nest hanging to a rock.
an eagle’s nest among the mountain crags
and yet, fur so the sacred story runs, the
only home on earth of Him who made the
world and set the sun and stars above.

Ancient and Modern Bridges.

The first bridges ever constructed were
of wood, and the earliest of which we
have any account were built in Rome,
about 500 B. ¢. The bridge of Xerxes,
built of boats, across the Hellespont, was
a very ancient piece of civil engineering.
The next in Roman history was erected by
Julivs Caesar, for the passage of his army
across the Rhine. Trajan’s great bridge
across the Danube, 4,700 feet long, was
madey, Jf imber, with stone piers. The
Romans aiso built the first stone bridge

which crossed the' Tiber. Suspension
bridges are of remote origin. A Chinese
bridge of this nature, mentioned in anci-
ent chronicles, was made of chains,
supporting a roadway 830 feet in length.
It was built A. D. 65, and is still to be
geen, China has the longest stone bridges
in the world, but India the longest wood-
en one—over five miles, The first large
Iron bridge was erected over the Severn
in 1777. There is a trestle bridge over
Lake Ponchartrain, in Louisiana, which
is far the longest in the world. The
suspension bridge at Niagara Falls has a
span of 800 feet, and the great New York
and Brooklyn is over 1,500 feet long.
The age of railways has brought a rem-
arkable devélopment in this line, especi-
ally in the construction of bridges ef iron
and steel, the most important being the
Forth cantilever bridge and the bridge on
the same principle over the Indus at
Sukkur.—Zron.

Queer People.

A peculiar race of people is living on
the Doleware coast, near the Indian
River bay, writes Nal Outis in the New
York Commercial Advertiser. They
number some 200 at present, and have
occupied that region for more than a cen-
tury. A long while ago a Moorigh ves-
se] was wrecked on that coast, and its
survivors remained and paired off with
the Indians dwelling thereabout. The
two bloods became thoroughiy mixed,

and have formed a distinct race. These
people prefer isolation from the rest of
the human fawmily, with whom they have
gcarcely any 1ntercourse. They are
swarthy of complexion, tall, erect, sin-
ewy, and, on the whole, quite comely.
Several years ago the Deleware Legis-
lature, in compliance with their petition,
granted them a special school fund.
They havetheir own teacher and preacher.
their own schoolhouse and church. They
have a head or chief, who is eounsellor
and-umpire for all of them. They fish,
hunt and till the soil. some of them be-
ing well-to-do farmers. They are ex-
ceadingly litigious, appearinz as plain-
tiffs or defeniants at every session of
the county courts. In this particular
they evioce the effect of civilization more
than in anything else. Half-savage
races always copy the vices of the civi-

lizeg

DR. ATKINSON’S SPEECH
On the Northwestern Section of the
Province of New Brunswick —
Its Fertility and Claims on
the Local and Federal
Treasury for Raile
way Develope
ment

Oa the motion to go into supply after Mr,
Baird had spoken, Dr. Atkineon delivered the
following speech : —

Mr. Speaker,—The honorable member for
Victoria has spoken of tbe fertility of the
northwestern section of this Province ; he
har described to you what is known as the
‘¢ Fertile Belt,”’ comprising as it does the
counties of Carleton, Victoria, Madaweska
and Restigouche, and the County of Aroos-
took in Maine—which ought to belong t) ue—
and which is known as the *Garden of NewEng-
land.”” He has spoken to you of the need of
railway development in this portiou of the
Proviuce, and he has pointed ount to you its
area and population, and also the amount of
subsidies 1t has received in sid of railways
since Uonfederation, Ile hasshown you that
our share of subeidies has been exceedingly
small, and sir, stron_ as be has put forward
our claims in this matter, I think he bas not
put them etrong emough. For it is well
known that when we went into Confederation
—a compact which thus far has been most
disadvantageovs to the Maritime Provinees—
we went into 1t on the exprees understanding
that the Intercolonial Railway was to be
buiit by the * Central Route” by the Valley
of the St. John.

What hae been the result of the violation of
that pledge, especially with reapect to this par-
ticular eection of the Province? We have had
to part with a large jortiva vi our wild lands
tn order to obtain the Narrow Guage Railway.
We bave a railway up the valley ot the St.
John owned and operated by a company, and
a8 a result of that our freight rates are very
wuch higher as compared with the freight
rates on the Intercolonial Railway, which
accommodates the southera, southeastern and
eastern counties of the Province, Not only
are our farmers and busioess men handicap-
ped as to freight rates, but we have to con-
tribate our lot and oot to pay an anoual de-
ficit of nearly two miilions of dollars as the
result of the operation of the Intercolonial
Railway. As the hon. member who has just
spoken has shown you, we have not received
our fair share of the subeidies to railways,
only $57,000 haviog been given to thoee four
counties since Confederation, We are told
that direct taxation is coming. It 18 not
only coming but it is here already, but we
koow perfectly well that it will come in
greater degree as time passes by, and it will
find us handicapped as to freight rates, haviog
sacrificed our wild lands; comtribating to
make up the annual deficit on the Intercolonial
Railway ; shortened in our grants to roads and
bridges, and more and more heavily taxed us
t0 maintain cur public schools and highways,
and called upon to raise money to keep down
interest on bonded indebtedoes:, which bood-
ed indebetedness was brought about by the
coostruction of railways in the southern,
southeastern and eastern sections of the Pro-
vince, railways in the benefits of which we
only to a very limited degree participate,
Bat, sir, even with this strong case to present
a8 to the claims of this seetion of the Pro-
vinoe, we have still firmer ground on which
to rest our demands for railway subvention.
Lf it could be shown that we had a conntry
sterile, rocky and barren, with no promise of
future development, then I contend we would
have no case to present. Bat, sir, such is
0ot the case ; as an example of the capabilities
of this section of the Province take the
Courty of Carleton—and note the progress
whioch it bas made in the last thirty years,

By coneulting the census it will be found
that in 1851, the bay crop of Carleton was
15,000 tons: in 1881, it bad increased to over
42,000 tone ; in 1851, the oat crop of Carle-
ton was 234,000 bushels; in 1881, it was
850,000 bushels ; in 1851, the whest crop of
Carleton was 21,000 bushels ; in 1881, it was
over 90,000 busbels. The grain erop of Car-
leton in 1881 amounted to 1,275,000 bushels,
far exceeding apny other county, and being
greater than the combined grain crop of the
great counties of Westmorland and Kings.
Now the soil of these four counties is the
same, As Carleton,eois Wicklow, so is Mad:-
waeka, so is Restigouehe. In this section of
the Province over 2,500,000 acres of fertile
land lie vacant, untouched by the band of
the husbandman, Why is it that in all this
tine region we have the unbroken forest while
along the banks of the St. John we have
reached such a marked degree of develop-
ment? No doabt weowe a debt to those men
who beat down the rude obstacles to our civ-
ilizatiopr, who made smooth the paths by
which we have so steadily advanced. No
doubt we owe a debt to those men over whose
prostrate bodies, fallen in battle with the for-
est, and with the storm king we are treading,
into whose labors we have entered, and whose
work orowns our life with blessings. No
doubt we owe a debt to those men who in
the scattered hamlets, the pioneer districte
and the woodland eettlements are bent over
the logs of the follow, over the stones of the
field, ** whose hard hands guide the plough ;”’
bat, sir, great as is our debt to these men,
we must look further for the complete answer
to the question which I bave propounded and
it i8 this—that here we have the river, bere
we have the railway, here we have facility
of communication, hence the great develop-
ment which existe along the baoks of the St,
Jobo,

No river ¢t suflicient magoitude for inter-
communication traverses this fine section to
whbich I have called your aitention, but we
look for an artificial river. Let but the
scream of the irom horse be heard in this
magnificent region, and where now we hear
but ‘¢ the murmuring pine aod the hemlock
bearded with moss,”” will be heard the hum
of industry, the buzz of machinery, the stroke
of the woodman’s ax, the jocund voice of the
farmer. The forest will vanish, the village
arise, the town will appear. *‘ The mart of
commerce, the halls of science, the temples
of religion will rear high th:ir lofty fronts,”

Honorable gentleman have gro wn eloguent
over the advantages which would accrue to
the Province, by makiog St. John one of the
winter ports of Canada. But the develop.
ment of New Brunswick, the growth of St.
Jobn, depends not upon the commerce which
will come toour shores, It depends not upon
the products of Japan, of China, of Hindo-
stan or Further India, or even the Great
Northwest 2f our own Dominion. It depends
upon the development of our own great re-
sources, opening up to settlement our own
fertile vacant lands, the development of our
vast coul and iron minee, the opening up of
the ¢ fertile belt” which is gapable of main,
taining a population of over 600,000 souls,
and of producing 30,000,000 busbels of grain
annually.

Having placed before you the great re-
sources of this eection of the Provinee, and
also its gtroog olaims, I would exprees the
hope that in the future our legislators may
be guided by that justice, equity and wisdom
which we see exemplifieG around us on every
hand in pature. Look at the tree for ex-
ample; note with what uperriog exactness
the resourges of the tree are divided among
the branches; every branoch, every twig,
every leaf receives a just, a due proportion of
the rescurces of the tree, and as the years
pase away the roots of the tree sink deeper,
its stem grows strooger, its branches shoot
higher, spread wider; what these branches
and these twige and thpse leaves are to the
tree, these settlers’ ham'ets, these pioneer
districts, end these woodland settlemente are
to the county, to the Province, o the Bo-
minion, te the empire, and in the prosperity
of the one you have bound up the proeperity
of the other.

wound around him., While you gazed in
borror a brave fireman appeared and rescued
bim. 1 was at one time in that man's hor.
rible condition, and I cried out to the only
one that could save me—God. What pat
we in that perilous condition ? 1 bad negleot-
ed the commandments of my father and
motber., [ was ambitious and wanted to be
rich, as sll appear to want to be in these
days. Peopleimagine that money will make
them happy. I would rather be the young
man with §50 a mooth, liviog within my
means, than have %5 000 aod lead the life of
a8 drupkard and debaucbee. 1 asscciated
with the proud and the rich at one time, bat
it was in the association of some of the high-
est in the land, politicians and leaders. that
[ got the drunkest and felt the meanest. The
Bible code of morals is the standard by which
men are judged in thie world and for eternity,
The youog man who goes into a gambling
house generally wins at first, He 18 drawn
on. Bat do you suppose that the gambler
sits there to enrich the fuol and the sucker?
You esll yourself a gentleman, but you are
0o more 8o than the gambler. Neither are
you more honest, for you go into a gambling
house to rob the proprietor and get money
which did pot belong to you. Now as to
driokiog, I bave nothing personally to say
sgainst any saloon-keeper, but as long as
they are in that business | am against them
to the bitter end. You are respooeible
for their soul-demning trade. If you will
keep away from these places they will close
them up.
Thea shere is the sio of lewdness. Young
men go to vile haunts because there is novel-
ty and secrecy about them. No young man
who bas a mother or a sister should be seen
io a lewd place. In going there you degrade
yourself to the level of those there, When
you enter those doors for the purpose of de-
bsuchery you invite other men with thoughts
as licentious a8 yours to enter the homes of
your sisiers and debauch them. These are
harsh words, but they are the eolemn truth, .

KANSAS CITY LETTER.

Mrssrs. Epirors,—The citizans of this
city have been favorei durinz the last two
weeks with leotures from two of the most
famous men in their respective professione,
in America, viz: Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage, -
the great Presbyteriap divine, of Brooklyn,
and Henry George, the acknowledged poli-
tical leader of the Uniied Labor Party of the
United Statee, of New York city. Thbe repu-

tation of both these gentlemen is world wide,
the former beiog probably better known by
the majority of the readers of the SenrtinkL,
thao is Henry George, but, i point of ability,
1 think the latter is the greatest man. Mr.
George became first generally known through
the publication of bie book, * Progress and
Poverty.” which an eminent KEoglish ool-
lege profeseor eaid, wae the greatest work on
political econumy published since the days of
Adam Smith. It is very rarely the case that
the qualities which make a philosopher, a
political economist, and an orator, are com-
bined in a siogle individual, yet, certainly,
all these three talents are possessed by this
man, and in 80 marked a degree that were
two of the three lackiog, he would achieve
distinction by virtue of the third The dis-
tinotive features of the ' George system'’ are
ths abolition of private ownership of land,
although be would stiil bave it held on
eevera!ty, and that “land values’ only should
be the basis of taxation. The adoption of
this system, he declares, would settle forever
the conflict between capital and labor, and
would secure to every individual sufficient
land for tillage and thus secure him 2 living,
when, under the present system, tens of
thousands of acres are held, unocoupied, by
syndicates of aliens, That, if all men are
created free and equal, sll men have equal
rigbts in reference to land, and that no man
bae the moral right to own and prevent the
occupation and settlement of large tracts;
and aleo that the increasing percentage of
pauperism ie due to the large number of non-
producers. This theiry must impress most
rooplo as impracticable and as the Utopian
dea of an enthusiset, but it is a sabject
which from the wonderful rapidity with
which it bas gained supporters, if for no
other reason, deserves more than a paseing
notice. The municipal election in New
York last Spring, in which Mr. George or-
gaovized the labor party, and polled 63,000
votes for Mayor, in the first con%est in which
this party ever engaged attest his wonderful
powers of oratory, bis ability to organizs and
o)otrol men, and bis maguetic influence over
pib'ioc assembleges. Dariog the last year it
bas been my privilege to hear s)me of the
noted leaders in the legislative branch of this
goveroment, deliver public addreeses and am
free to say that Heory George, although 1
am 00 believer in the doctrine he teaches, is
the peer of sll and the superior of gnany of
them, On the oocasion of hie lecture here,
Mus¢io Hall was crowded at & dollar a bead
by judgee, lawyers and other professional
men a8 well as the humbler classes lietening
attentively for thres hours to bis arguments
in favor of the new system. There can be
no doubt of hie sinoerity ; his abilities as a
leader of men are of & high order, and this
party under the leadership of such a man,
it it avoids the dangers of anarchism and
socialiew, will be a power in the nation,

The attendance to hear the Brooklyn
divine, wae not ae large as it should bave
been here. It is hardly true that the people
of Kansas City are more in sympathy with
tbe teachiogs of Uol. Ingersoll, the famoue
iofidel, but the fact remains nevertheless
that “‘standing room ooly” is the report of
his lectures.
