The Riddle of the Sphinx,

'The riddle of the spbinx is, at length
on the point of being solved. The great
man-headed lion-bodied monument which
for ages has beea more than half buried
by the accumulating sands of the desert
is now being rapidly brought to light,and,
ere long, one of the most extraordinary
relics of Egyptian civilization will be once
more visible in its entirety. The work
has been going on ever since January last
when, at the suggestion of M. Maspero
the chief director of the department of
antiquites in Egypt the French publie,
ia the course of a few hours, subscribed
sufficient funds to enable the work of
excavation to be carried to completion.

The interest for such news for Egypt-
ologists may be conceived when it is re-
membered that the last time the Sphinx
was dug out of the sand was by King
Thothmes IV., 15 centuries before Christ,
or about 3,400 years ago. Scholars, in
fact, are of the opinion that the Sphinx,
is the oldest monument in the world.

It appears in any case to have been
erected or chiseled out of the roek wore
than forty-five centuries before the Chris-
tian era, and therefore about 6,400 years
ago.

The size of the strange image is very
remarkable. The body is more than 180
feet long. The ears of the human-shaped
head are about six feet from top to bottom

the other features being in proportion. |y

The learned explorers who have en-
aged in the work of excavation hold it
robable that when the statue is fully
brought to light, 8 number of other im.
portant discoveries will be made. In

any case this extraordivary relic of the
oldest human civilization cannot fail to
form a more attractive sight than ever
to all visitors to the land of the Nile.

Sleeping in Church

A physician, who was asked for reas-
ons why people became drowsy in church
and if there was any remedy for chronic
cases, said that the drowsy feeling in
church was often due to bad constructior,

to overheating, and to the general quiet
and composing surroundings. ‘I have
often,” said he, ‘advised patients of mine
who are troubled with insomnia to try a
quiet church where the preacher was not
too energetic in his manner, and in most
cases the result has been gratifying.

The poor man who has become almost
wild through want of sleep generally
obtains relief and falls off into a gentle
and refreshing slumber. Many people
suffering in this way takea ride in a rail-
road train for relief, and often get it, bnt
nothing has succeeded so well as the Sun-
day morning servicein a quiet church.

If those people, however, who do not

| need to sleep in church and do not want

to, would drink very strong tea or coffee
before going to church, they might find
it effoctive, but by no means bealthy.

Why do you see the baldheads nodd-
ing most in church? Because the old
are more susceptible to the influence of
such surroundings. The women seldom
go to sleep, because they are so dressed
that to sleep would be almost impossible.

If the men would lace themselves up
tight, they might keep awake, too, but,
in the words of Gen. Knickerbocker,
‘they cawn’t do it, you know.’

The Human Family.

The buman family living today on
earth consists of about 1,450,000,000 in-
dividuals; not less, probably more.
These are distributed over the earth’s
surface so that now there is no consider-

able part where man is not found. In
Agia, where he was first planted, there
are now approximately about 800,000,-
000, densely crowded on an average 120
to the square mile. In Europe there are
320,000,000, averaging 100 to the square
mile, not so crowded but everywhere
dense and over populated. In Africa
there are 210,000,000, In America,
North and South, there are 110,000,000,
relatively thinly scattered and recent.
In the islands, large and small, probably
10,000,000. The extremes of the white
and black are as five to three; the re-
maining 700,000,000 intermediate brown
and tawny. Of the race 500,000,000
are well clothed, that is, wear garments
of some kind to cover their nakedness;
700,000,000 are semi-clothed, covering
inferior parts of the body; 250,000,000
are practically naked. Of the race,
500,000,000 partially furnished with the
appointments of civilization ; 700,000,-
in huts or caves with no furnishing:
260,000,000 have nothing that can be
called a home, are barbarous and savage.
The range is from the topmost round—
the Anglo Saxon civilization, which is
the highest known—down to naked
savagery. The portion of the race lying
below the line of human condition is
at the very least three-fifths of the whole
or 900,000,000.— Philadelphia Record.

A Big 'Un.

A new gun has been tested at Woolwich,
Eogland. In length it is 524 ioches, or
nearly 44 feet, The inner taube is of eolid
steel throughout, strengthened by jackets of
comparatively thin steel hoops. The length
of the bore is 4874 inches, or about thirty
calibres, and the rifling, which consists of a
multitude of small shallow grooves extonds
for 397.2 inches, or about 33 fteet. The
diameter of the bore is 16} inches, The
diameter of the powder chamber is a trifle
over 21 inohee, and its capacity 28,610 cubic
inches. The twist of the rifling commences
with one in.120 cahbres, and increases to vne
in.56 ealibres. The gun is mounted on a
fine-steel trunk, which weighs 95 tons, and
on the proof rounds yesterday it ran up the
incline from about 50 to 70 feet. The firet
round was fired with 600 pounds of West-
pbalian powder, and a cylinderical projectile
weighing 1,800 pounds. The velocity at-
tained was 1,635 feet per second, giving an
energy to the projectile of about 35,240 foot
tons for the penmetration of armor. The
sccond round was with a shot of the weight
and 700 pounds of the same powder, bein

The velocity attained was 1,843 feet per
second, the energy acquired being about 43,-
10C foot tcns. The third round was with a
similar projectile of 1,800 pounds, and a
powder chargs of 800 pounds. The velocity
attained was 2,007 feet per second, and the
energy rose to some 50,000 foot tons, The
pressures of the gases within the chamber of
the gun at the time of the powder discharge
were 9 tons with the 600 pound obarge, 12
tone with 700 pounds, and 15 tone with the
800 pound charges. The recoil of the gun
in the last round was cootrolled by the ?y-
draulic buffers within 4 feet 6 inches. The
inner tube of the gun was in perfect ocondi-
tion at the termination of the day's firing.
It is expected that when the next date of
proof firing is determined, powder chargee of
850 pounds, D00 poands, 925 pounds, and
950 pounds will be used with projectiles of
1,800 pounds weight. In the latter csse an
energy on the projectile of 62,700 foot tons
may be expected to be developed, capable of
penetratiog armor of more than three feet in
thiekness, :
