DR, ATKINSON’S sPEECH IN THE
ASSEMBLY ON THE LIEN BILL.
Dr. Alkioson said this bill had been vp for

cousideration many years. He had given the

suhject some coosideration, Hoo. members
had stared that there was no conflict between

Iabor and capital ; he did not hesitate to eay

that there was conflict. It was clsimed to

be unjust to give the man who put up the
bouse uny security for his wages upon the
property which his hande had wrought, Thoe
hon, member from the city and county of St.
John, Dr. Stockton, had stated that if the
laborer had security on the house on which
be bad worked and the msn who bad paid
the contractor had to pay the laborer again,
hardehips would exist, and the result would
be that while, as under the present law, men
who work on buildings often have to go to the

States to escape the payment of deb:s result-

iog trom Dot receiving their wages, under this

law proprietors would bave to take the same
course. Now, sir, the lJaw does n.t work
that way where it has been adopted. In the

Western States when a man goes to work

with a contractor on a building the proprietor

o)mes along snd ascertaine what that man’s
wages are, and that laborer gets his pay before
the contractor gets one dollar, and if the coon-
tractor has a bard job they allow him wages,
and to esy that the law it adopted will pro-
duce thie effect or that effect when it is adopt-
ed ie mere aesertion and requires proof. What
aoswer has been made to the fact that the
law exists in pearly every State in the Union,

Have the ghosts and the hobgobline conjured

up by the cpponents of this bill been realities

there? It is asserred that it will paralyze
capital. Hae it piralized capital in the

Western States? Do they not invest capital

there ? Do thkey not carry on lumbering

operations there ? Do they not covstruct
buildings there? Are those great States at

a stand etill ? Sir, to assert, as it has been

ascerted, that this will paralyze capital ie

absurd, and it ie upon the opponents of thie
bill to prove that all the results which they
propbesy have already come to pase in those

States. My bon, friend from the ecity and

county of St. John, Dr. Stockton, asks why

the farm laborers are not included in this
bill. Do the farms of our country get into
the river and float down etream ? Is not the
man employed by the farner in u far differ-
ent position from the man who goes into the
lumber woocs? The farmer ie on his farm,
bis stock is there, his laborer’s pRy is secure,
bat often, too often, the man who goes into
the woode lerving his little family at home,
who toils hard sll winter, often enduring the
greatest hardship, comes out in the Spring
and standing on the banks of the stream sees
the Jumber, which resulted from his labor,
for which be had received nothing, float awsy.
and can do nothing to preventit. Oar laws
are far from perfect. We bave lots of re-
presentatives of oapital, of large property
boldere in this house, but we ought to bave
thcses who will stand up for the iaborer. An
American gentleman, after discussing our
lawe, had said to him, your lawe, it appears to
me, are made for the property bolders and
the oapitalists. He felt we were still tar
from the ideal pcsition of which Solon spoke
when he eaid : “That form of constitution
and government ie best under the laws of
which wrong offered to the meanest indi-
vidual is an 10Fu!s to the whole community.”’

Therefore, sir, I shall take great pleasure in

supporting this bill,

HON MR. WHITE DEFINES HIS
POSITION.

In the course of a debate in the Legislative
Council on Friday laet hon. George White
took oocasion to expresa himeelf in somewba$
vigorous terms respecting the course pursued
by the Governme®nt towairds bimself, The
following is supplied the SENTINEL by the
official reporter :

Hon. Mr, White said he was not an op-
ponent of the Government, nor did be desire
to injure them in a any way, but he desired
to take this opportunity of disclaiming en
tirely the declarations made by members of
the Government down stairs to the effect that
he and other members of thie Council had
been sent up heve for a certain purpose, [:
had been stated that he had sacrificed hie
honor a8 a public man, that he had been ap-
pointed to vote for the abolition of the Qoun.-
cil and had violated his promise to do so. He
read the following from a speech delivered
by hon, Mr. Blair duriog the session :

“The Government has shown an earnest de-
sire to sbolish the Legislative Council. When a
vacancy was to be filled they did not go among
thoee of their followers who were hostile to the
abolition of the Council. They appointed men
whose word, faith, sssurances, votes and expres-
sions in this House should have been a gusran-
tee that in the Council they would vote in ac-
cord«nce with their votes and declarations in
this House regarding the question of abolishing
the Council. If we placed our trust in some of
them 1n vain, we shou!d not be condemned for
their condust. If the acts and votes of rome
members of the upper House were inconsistent
with their public declarations snd votes in this
body the Government was not te blame. He re-
gretted to know that some of the gentlemen who
bad been appointed to the Legislative Council
bad deserted former principles regardiog the
abo ition of the Council. He would like to see
men they (the government) had appointed do
credit to their repested declarations.’

It that statemept were true, he (White)
had broken a solemn pledge and forfeited
every principle that should guide a public
man in the hooest discharge of bis duty. But
it wae falese—false from the first word of it to
the last, It wasa falsebood and lay not in the
mouth of any man to say that he had been
sent up here explicitly to vote the Council
out of existence. That slanderous etatement
had been repeated over and over again and
sent broadcast over this Province. He defied
those who had made the charge to prove it
He did not proposs to be made a tool of by
any Government nor to longer stand the
abuse and calumny certsin parties bad sought
to heap upon bim. He challenged the man
who made this speech or any of his coadjators
to make good their declarations with refer-
ence to himeelf and the hon. gentleman op-
posite (hon. Mr. Barberie.) He cffered to
meet these gentlemen on the public bustinge
at any time and place they might choose to
pame, He never had been nor would be ever
consent to be the slave or esuppliant of any
msan or set of men. These statements not
only affected bimeelf, but hie children and
probably would be repeated when he was no
looger alive to meet them. If they were true
let vhem be proved and he would retire from
public Jife. He regarded a seat in this bon-
orable branch of the Legislature as of price
less value, but if he felt that he was holding
this seat at the sacrifice of principle and
bonor he would resign immediately. The
country ought to be proud that it had one in-
dependent branch of the Legislature, that re
fased to bow down at the command of the
one man power. What wonld have been the
effect if the Legislative Council had not
amended the Woodstock Asseesment Bill the
other day # The effect would bave been that
$80,000 worth of bonde taken in good faith
and sent broadcast over the world, would
have been rendered worthlese to their owners
[f thie branch of the Legislature were done
away with the despotism of & one man gov
eroment, whose word would be law, would
be yoked upon the people.

HOW THEY PLANT POTATOES
IN GEURGIA.

ForsyTH. Mobroe Co., Ga., Apl 3, 1888,

Dear Orp SenrineL,—**With all thy
faults 1 love thee suli,’”’ as an evidence, en-
closed find back and present dues. Spring is
upon us with all its feathered songsters, bud-
ding trees, epringing grass and the struggling
ourn, making it8 way through the crusted
earth, made so by tbe beavy rains that de-
luged all this oountry. Tbe early blooming
fruit euch as peaches, pears and plume, are
almost a total failure over a large part of
this country, but the apple trees are in full |
bloom and will bring a good crop unlese some
mistortune befail them. Irish potatoes are
coming up; I bave recently bedded my sweet
It might interest sume of your
readers to kvow how this staple food in
Georgia is produced. In the Fall diggiog,
the small potatces, (or better known here as
slips,) are separated trom the large ones and
put 10 & hll or bank and covered sufficient to
keep them from freezing. The large ones are
put up the same way, thus they keep all
Winter aod Spring. Bedding time arriving,
a0 excavation is made i1n the ground and a
good layer of stable manure puat in; this 1e
covered with eotl, then slips are placed all
over this bed, but are not put close enough
to touch each otber; cover now with good
soil four inches deep, then if the inevitable
ben is arouvd protect with brush. T'be
farmer waits several weeks for these to sprout,
aod when the sprouts are six inches high,
the land ie prepared by ridging 1t up—tbe
ridges are about three feet from centers—
when these errouts are carefully drawn up
and dropped on the ridge twelve inches apart,
then a sharp stick ie used to make a hole, the
plant (or draw as they are called,) 1o placed
in this hole and a cap of water poured 1n,
the dirt pressed about it, and thus the crop
18 planted or the first drawing. In a few
days time a fresh supply of draws are on the
bed and ready for snotber planting out; thus
1¢ goes on until the ground is all planted out
or the seed 18 exbausted. In a few weeks the
ground is covered with the running vines and
looks very pretty. When it is time to dig a
