WASHINGTON LETTER. 

(From Our Regular Correspondent.) 

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7th, 1888. 
The Chinese question is uppermost this 

week. It is generally believed that the 
treaty has been r«jicted, although the State 
Department has just received a telegram 
from the United States Ministor to China, 
saying that he has no positive information 
on the subject. The unofficial news was 
zood enough for the Houss ; Rapresentative 
Scott prepared a short and sharp restrictive 
mill and promptly railroaded it through the 
House without a division, and when it got 
over to the Senate some of the Senators 
wanted to rash it right through in ths same 
way, but fortunately for the good name eof 
the country, more conservative counsel pre- 
vailed and the Sanate contented itself by 
passing a resolution introduced by Mr. Sher- 
man requesting the President to inform the 
Senate whether the recent treaty with China 
hes been ratified by that government. This 
would have been the proper coms- for the 
House to have taken in the first place, but 
no member of either party seems to have 
had narve enough to make the suggestion, 
We can certainly afford to wait until we get 
the official news of the rejaction of the treaty 
before passing a law which will abrogate a 
creaty now in existence. : 
The members of the House are all anxious 

to get hone, therefore it was not surprising 
that the resolution fixing the 20th instant 
for adjournment was received - with general 
applause by the House. The members 
wanted to vote on the resolution at once, 
but the speaker referred it to the committee 
on ways and meane, where it will probably 
remain until the Ssnate shows whether it is 
in earnest about g the substitute for 
the Mill’s bill, which is to be reported next 
week. The democratic leaders of the House, 
while anxious to get away, do not believe it 
would be good politice to take the initiation 
in the matter of adjonrnment. They will 
leave that for the republican Senste. This 
is presidential year, you know, and politics 
en‘er into everything. 
To use the language of the street, the re- 

publicans havegot into the democratic racket 
of fighting the trusts, and are now trying to 
outdo them in introdacing bills against those 
obnoxious concerns. But unfortunately for 
the people, there is little probability, if any, 
of the bills becoming law until after the 
election. Trusts are wealthy, and they are 
also liberal contributors to the campaign 
funds. 
The debate in the louse on the Canadian 

Retaliation bill shows that the republicans 
are too smart to oppose the granting to the 
President of all the authority he wants, al- 
though they all took occasion to express the 
opinion that Mr. Cleveland would not make 
use of the additional authority after he got 
it, and inasmuch as the fishing season is over 
for this year, they are probably right. There 
will be no occasivun for retaliation, but there 
will be no harm done by passing the bill. 
[t will have a good effect on the Canadians. 
Both parties have opened offices in this city 

receive contributions to the campaign funds to 
of their respective parties. By the way, it 
is said that Oleveland’s $10,000 contribu- 
tion was a “fake.” 
There are rumors among the democrats 

that Mr. Cleveland’s letter of acceptance 
will contain matter that will make a great 
sensation, but the most persistant inquiry 
has so far failed to discover of what nature 
the sensatiou is to be.
