INTERESTING LETTER FROM 
AFRICA. 

Lukuong*, Deo. $od, 1887. 
In thie suvoy epot. two hundred milee 

from tbe mouth of Congo, and beside one of 
its Soutbern tributaries {Loukings) we have 
had our home five months,—busy monthse— 
but being blessed with good bealth we great 
ly enjoy each day as it comes, We have bad 
a variety of work, in study of the language, 
teaching in the school (that at present. bas 
an enrolment of forty-five,) and visiting the 
towns to talk with wowen. The women 
of this part bf Congo, seem much’ more de- 
raded than the mén, apparently buying: lit- 

fe thought Spend a ou Bw to. hide- 
ous with paints and ornaments of ivory, brass 
and beads. Their work is to cultivate the 
soil, prepare the food, and oarry their garden: 
products to market. It is not an uncommon 
sight to see numbers of them—with deep 
baekets, carried on the bead or shoulder, and 
long pipes in their moutbs and a child of a 
tew months or perhaps years tied to ite 
mother’s side by a sasb—on their way to mar- 
ket. Where they have come directly under 
the inflaence of the Gospel; thete is 3 decided 
cbangé in dress and" habite. .
