To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel :

I am sure you feel an interest in the wel-
faro of our garden ot New Brunswick in this
apper county. We cannot boast of ripe
strawberries on the first of May, bat can on
the first of June; potatoes promise well and
we bave the appearance of aa abundant bay
erop; we have more land tilled than last year;
we have a growing town at Edmundston;
where about 40 years ago it was a forest
with only one or two dwellings, now there
are about 80 buildings, a fine R. C. Chureh,
one Church of England, 8 stores, bake shop,
livery siables, an exceilent saw mill built by
the Murcbies, and a barber’s shop, with a fat
and good lcoking man to shave you. The
country is fest getting dotted far and near
with the nicely sawed lumber from Murchie's
mill, supplying the country’s waots to pro-
tect man and beast. Excuse me if [ say that
s) [ar as the settlement and the wants of our
country are concerned, our politicisne have
shown and are showing themscives a batch of
umbeciles, or they wou!d encourage and pro
tect the pioneers of our country instead of
endorsing stumbling blocks to retard its ses-
tlement; and if they wish to be enlightned
and their ignorance expored let them call on
the prees for information, and [ venture to
say they will be instracted how to not place
stumbling blocks to retard the settlement of
our country, and how to remove those they
have placed.
Last week R. Connors launched his tug
boat from the cars which brought it from
KRiver du Loup by wail. Ile had 7 booms
with about a million of lumber in each wait-
iog to be tugged down the Temirquata Lake.
The delay in contraetors to furnish boat
must be quite a loss ; it was to be ready on
the first of May I am told, but did not make
its appearance until June. And therc are
one one or two small eteam yachts placed on
the lake for pleasure seekers. Only imagine
within the memory of manyv natives, all was
a wildernees, inhabited only by moose, cari-
bou, ete., from Grand Falle to River du Loup
with the exceptions of one or two houses at
Grand Falls and the same at Edmundston ;

1
venture to say nive-tenths of the Bluenoscs
around and below Woodstock imagine we are
in 8 wilderness and frozen country, populated
with French balt-breeds and Indiane, with a
a spattering of Kaglisb, and far behind the
times, Those who are inclined to get posted
ap let them visit our county, especially in
haying avd harvest, and then the veil of ig
oorance will soon be removed and they will
see oue of the finest countries in New Brups-
wick, and not behind any in good horses,
good wagong, buggies and harnese, grod 1ok
ing and well-behaved girls, robust looking
young mon, and old mea three score end ten
by the dozens who can enjoy good company
and drink to your hongsontee, the only two
French words I ever learned—afier many
thousand practical lessons—costing more than
they come to like the Indian’s guo.
