The New York Sun claims that
now i3 a go!den opportunicy for the Demo-
crats, if the President and his party adopt
the measare, and “*hoist the Rapublicans with
their own petard.”” Accordiog to the esti-
mates made by the committee, the Senate
tariff bill provides for a total reduction of
about 875,000,000, made up approximately
a8 follows : Sugar, $27,7569,000; free lists,
$6 500,000; tobacco (internal revenue), $24 -
500,000; slocohol, in the arts, $7,000,000;
other reductions in castoms, $8,000,600.

Freshets and Washouts.

The excessive wet which has distinguished
the weatber for some time bas no doubt bad
a most serious effec’ on such portions of the
orops as were unharvested. It has resulted
in & very great rise in the river and streams
and has been of advantsge to those lumbermen
whoee logs were hung up. But the railroads
have this week suffored and the regular tide
of traffi: been badiy disturbed. For the frst
balf of the week, through connedtion on the
N. B. road between Presque Isle and the
west has been broken in consequence of
several washouts north of Woodstock, the
most eerious one being at Shaw’s Creek, a
few miles above Woodstock, around which a
transfer of passengers was necessitated and
freight traffic stopped.

Fears were entertained as to tLe safety of
the Grand Falls Ry. bridge and the runniog
of trains over it was discontinued for one day,
until the weak pier was strengthened.

On the S:, Jobn division of the road a very
extensive washout near Weleford, also de-
layed traffic for two or three days; the dis-
aster happened in a locality where even the
transfer of passeogers could not be safely
made for nearly two days. The mail due
Monday afternoon, did not reach here till
Wednesday p. m.

Oa Monday, it was seen that the rise of
water would endanger the temporary bridge
over the Meduxnakik, and it was heavily
loaded with stone to secure it. Dut some
logs breakiog awsy from 4 boom ahove came
down in a body and swept the north half of
the structure away, thus stopping sll traffie
by team across the Meduxnakik.

Esrly on Wedoesday morning the big jam

of logs in Grand Falls gave way before the
inoreasing watere, and in a few hours the
river opposite the town was closely covered
with the rapidly ruoning lumber,

Oa Tuaesday night the flood was at its high-
est pitch and soon began to subside and from
then until now has been going down ata
rapid rate. At present writing the trouble
at the various points where the line had
been interfered with, thanks to the energy of
the railway cfficiale, has been 8o far overcome
that the traios are again running on schedule
dime.

The approaches to the old bridge have been
80 reconstructed as to allow the passage of
teames and unrestricted communication is
again open between the north and scuth sides
of the Meduxnakik.

Tobique Tragedy.

On Friday of last week Sheriff Tibbite, of
Vietoria County, took the sentenced prisoners
Trafton sand Phillipine to the Dorchester
Penitentiary. Two rather preposessing young
men one could not look at them without a re-
gret that they bad placed themeelves in their
pregent miserable position, They did pot,
however, look a8 if a sense of the crime they
bhad committed weighed very heavily upon
their epirite, indeed throughout they bave
displayed a covlness skiu to ineeneibility ; a
want of feeling s regards the untimely fate
of the lady who was the viotim of their crime
and the distrees wrought by them on ber
fawily, and also a8 regards their own position,
which would indicate profound ignorance or
desperate callousness, Io interviews with re-
porters for St. Jobn newspapers this want of
feelirg was manifested ; their statements
agree pretly generally with the evidence pro
duced in court, They thue to a Globe re
porter stated as to the encounter with Major
Howes’ party ¢n the Siturday evenirg pre-
ceding the murder : —

#wWe lit our torch snd fished until we
came within sight of their (Howes’s) camp
fire. about foar hundred rods, when I hearg
a gun fire. We ran ashore and fixed our light,

1 then to'd Henry that | was going down and
that if they went to come after us I would

put out the light. When we came opposite

cavght one fish—a grilse, weighing between
thres and four pounds.

Their intention in firing on the canoes on
Sundsy morning was merely to frighten the
party, they said, aod the ball that gtruck and
killed Mrs. [lowes must, they think, bave
glanced from a tree or rock.

They told how they first heard of Mre,

Howes's death : —

““We met William Day on the shore. At
that time we did not know the woman had
heen killed. He said, ‘Boys, Mrs. Howes is
shot.” We said, ‘No, it can’s be possible.
He avswered, ‘Yes, boys, she's down in the
canoe at Flanders’, dead *’ [Phillipin—*I
thought he wae just saying this to frighten
us.”’] I said, “My good Lord, 1 thought we
were careful.” Saye be, ‘Goon up to the
house for dinner; I am going dowan with
Henry to get a scytbe-stick to mow eome
graes for the horees’ I went to the house
Mv brother then said to me, ‘Mre. Howes bas
been ~bot.” Says I, *So Will told me.” He
said, ‘I saw her son and he told me his mo-
ther was shot.” [le acked me if I was up to
any such scrape as that, I told bim I was
not. That’s all about it, and its the truth
too.”’

The reporter says :—

When the reporter was about to Jeave both
men shook hands warmly with him, and with-
drew to their cells as light-hearted as if it
wae a hunting excursion they bad in prospect
instead of a fifteen-year term io the peniten-
tiary.

To a Telegraph reporter Phillipine denied
the statement published that bie family were
in a starving condition. They expressed
themeelves as thinking that the Attorney
General bad been too severe on them, forget-
ting that the evidence as ths judge stated
justified, almost compelled the jury to bring
in a verdict of murder.

The fact is that while the press generally
accepts the verdict as being, under the cir-
cumstanoes & jast one, as intent to kill was
not proved, some portions of it and of the pub-
lic thick it should bave been guilty of the

graver offence and not manslaughter.

Rowena Items.

Oct. 8 h. 18s8.

A great many people of tkis country do not
known where Rowena is situated. It is a small
village on the Tobique river, and about four miles
from its mouth, ard where the Pokiok stream
empties into the Tobque. Here Messrs. Sim-
mons & Buarpes bave erected a fine mill, taking
the water ou*, of the Pokiok stream for ths motive
power, and lumber out of the Tobique. This mill
has one rotary, two shingle machiaes of the Dun-
bar patent, manutactured by Thompson, Ander-
son & McFarlan, Fredericton; one clapboard ma-
chine and clapboard plaver. With the rotary
they have cut a large quantity of long lumber toc
domestic use, and with the shingle machine they
have cut something over three million of shingles,
and with the clapboard machine above two hun-
dred thousand clapboards. Lumber from thia mill
is mostly shipped by water, aad now that the
I'obique Vall: y railway is being built it will preve
of great advantage to this place and surroundiag
country.

MURDER.

A Mrs. Nailor living at Quaeens Ridge
Charlotte Qo., near Clarendon Station, on the
N B. Ry., wes, on Saturday of last week,
found unconecious in froot of her own house,
and died on the following day. The body
bore evidences of hard usuage being bruised
b'ack and blue and haviog at least a dozen
wounds, any one of which was sufficient to
have caused death—

The wounds in the vicinity of the bowels,
on the back and in the head were the worst,
There was a slight fracture of the frontal
bone. The marks on the legs were elightly
different from those on the body and looked
as if they bad been made by the toe or heel
of a boot, from a powerful kick. A curious
thing about the wounds is that not one of
them broke the skin but inany of them made
great dents in the flesh. There were in all
over one hundred bruises on the body. When
asked if he thought the wounde had been in-
flicted by one pereon or by more, Dr. Ross
esid it was difficult to tell, but he thought
more than one person was connecied with
the agsault. In regard to the story of at-
tempted rape he said he bad thought of that
and io bhis examination he had tried to find
out if such wae the case, but the'body was so
bruised that it wae impoesible to tell.

The coroner’s jury returned s verdict that
deceased came to her death by wounds inflict-
ed by some person or persons anknown.

Much excitement prevaile in the neighbor-
hood and the husband is suspected of some

koowledge as to the cause of the woman’s
death.
