The Liquor Dealers.

As far as numbers are concerned the liquor
dealers of the United States are no mean foe,
(n round numbers they foot up some 300,
000, and if we count five employes and de-
pendents for every dealer, they will repreeent
a population of 1,500 000. And as the in-
come of their business caonot be less than
$900,000,000, if each of their customers
spend £3.00 a week, it will give for their
patrons 6,000,000 people—7,500,000 people
either patrons or dependents on the saloon
keepers, No wonder men with as little prin-
ciple as a large number of our politiciane
bave, tremble before such oumbers. Let us,
in every lawful way, decrease their number
and deliver the politiciavs from their power,
then temperance men will bave no difficulty
in gettivg probibition,

Alcoholism in France.

Even a paper like the Paris Figaro, which
has never been » accused of taking two som-
ure a view of life, has roused to the increas-
ing seriousness of the effects of Alcoholism on
natural life, Ina long and able article on
*Aleohol and Madmen,” it is shown that at
the beginning of the present century the
French were a very temporate people, drink-
ing but little, and that little a pure wine of
but trifling alcoholic strength. It was in 1800
that the practice began of distilling brandy
from wines, corn and potatoes, and sincs then
spirit drinking and its deplorable effects bave
been steadily increased, insanity being one of
the most marked as well as most deplorable
of these effects. To such an extent has this
been the case that while the popalation of
the department of Seine bas increased but
iwo-fold the number of the insane has been
ten-fold increased. In the year 1870—87,
inclasive, the lunatics of that departmens
bave increased {rom 6,000 in the earlier
gear to 10,600 in the latter, In 1804
the amoun: of liquor drank per head wae
only about quarter of w pint. Ia 1830 the
amonnt had risen to more than a quart, and
by 1887 to nearly five quarts, The suicides
in Franes also have kep: step with the grow-
ing aleoholism. Inthe four years, 1826-30,
there were 1,739 cases of self destruction,
while from 1376 to 1830 there were 6,259,
[n view of the facts u Jeading physician has
said : - If the evil contioues to grow you may
iofinitely multiply charitabla socities, bhos-
pitals, mutual aid societies, benevolest associ-
ations, all the eharitable effort+ you can make,
all the miracles of private kindness, all the
foresight of economists, and ali the wisdom
of statesmen, but all will be fatally swallowed
ap ia the flyods of wleoholism.”
