In a closed niche
a book, consisting of six wax tablets,
was found, carelully enclosed in a casket
of wood and leather. The tablets are of
boxwood, covered with wax, each tablet
baving a thin border, so as to hinder the
tablets from sticking together oa closing
the book ; this precaution has helped to
keep it in excellent preservation. The
contents are chiefly drawings, made by a
fine style representing scenes from vil-
lage and rural life.

At the end there is a large catalogue
in Latin of various kinds of animals,
with a translation into old Norwegian ;
and from this it has been conjectured
that the greater portion of the book dates
from the close of the thirteenth century.
But there are indications that part of
the book is of earlier date. The tablets
are fastened together at the back, and
the cover is carved and inlaid with
various small pieces of different colored
woods. The book has been placed in the
Museum of Antiquities in the University
