The 
present prices of our beet butter are higher 
because of the fact that comparatively little 
of our whole make is good enough to com- 
pete with the best, When the beautiful 
print butter of Brome county sold for 35 
cents it was because there was a stiff demand 
for all there was available. The high price 
stimulated production, and soon the supply 
was more adequate to the demand, when the 
price fell to 30 cents. It is quite likely to 
fall still lower, say to 25 cents. Had all our 
butter been choice, the high price of 35 cents 
would not bave been possible; and as our 

prioé for the best, due to improvement in 
quality of the rest, may mean a better aver- 
age prios for the whole. To illustrate : A fine 
package of butier, because there are in the 
market nine packsges of inferior butter to 
every package cqnal to it, will bring say 20 
cents per pound.

was & rare experience in simultaneous lesson- 
learning and pleasure-taking, and it afforded 
a fine opportunity for the study of English 
character, which, in epite of ite strong-marked 
type, is too many-sided to be understood at a 
glanee or delineated epigrammatically.

It hae been our habit, on thie side of the 
weter, to assume that the only question of 
obtairing a foothold in the British market 
for our butter product is the question of 
quality. We have been saying all ulong that 
all we have to do to make our butter produo- 
tion profitible is to suit tha quality of our 
make to the likiog of tbe British consumer. 
No doubt that this requirement is the first 
and most imperative need of cur butter in- 
dustry, but it does not depreciate its import- 
ance to say that it is not the whole need 
The teachings of the conference suggested 
another and important problem, the existence 
of which was later confirmed by a careful en- 
quiry into the state of the Eoglish market— 
the great market of the world.

THE PROBLEM OF CHEAP PRODUCTION. 

Prof, Long stated at the conference last 
May that, except in favored cases, good butter 
was not worth more than 20 cents a pound, 
and in some districts Jess, This may be said 
to be pretty nearly the bottom prices for hest 
butter in Eogland in any se.son, but the 
price may rule at about this figure for months.

Lest it be re- 
membered th-t I am dealing with the ques- 
tion of prices only, as effociing a poesible 
future trade, not with that of quality. Of 
course the future trade here clamecd to be 
poesible involves that the gnality of the lower 
grades of our make be wuct improved, which 
means, a8 we ehall eee, that we improve our 
methods of manufacture, pieking, shipping, 
etc , puacee of the ruhject to be treated of in 
gubscquent letters, Aod here we may well 
pauee to reflect on the quantities of *‘store 
packed’’ butter that bas been sold even as 
low as ten or twelve cents, which might have 
been sold for eighteen cents and upwards, if 
only it bad been made and packed in a way 
to command sale in the Eaglish market !

PRICES OF ALL PRODUCE WILL BE LOW. 

Multiplied production and stiff competition 
are slowly but surely bringing down prices 
of sll farm produce. We may as welt gell 
butter as anything elee at a low price. la- 
deed, when wa coneider the gener] economic 
advantages of butter production, we may 
be led to prefer to produce butter at 
low prices, to producing low priced 
wheat or beef, or even choese. The 
following extract frcm Prof. Roberteon, 
of Gaelph, will ehow some of the economio 
advantages of cheese making, a8 proved by 
actual results, and thuse of butter making 
sre even greater. ‘‘Dairy farming, notably 
in connection with the establishment of cheese 
factories, has raved whole districts from the 
fate of spe: dily becoming unproductive. It 
bas largely increaeed the productive capacity 
of exhausted Jande and added to their yearly 
earning prwer. Many counties have been 
made wealthy by the increase in the fertility 
of scmi-exhaueted soile. Were this annual 
return from this extra earning power capita. 

Fourth—Prices for butter can hardly be 
permanently too low ip England to allow us 
to compete with the British and European 
producer.  Agsiost intelligence and enter- 
prise we ought to be able to bring like qual- 
ities, and with new-world vigor.
