To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel : 

“Fair Piay’’ wishes some explanation in re- 
gard to our tsxes being higher for 1888 than 
they were in 1887. 
weertain we raise very little if apy more 
monoy then we did in 1887. 1 have to tell 
aim he is not as well posted 8s he might be 
in this matter. We raise $202 60 more for, 
1888 than was raised for I887. True, the 
wsessors for 1887 levied nearly 28 wach on 
the pacish as we did for 1888. Bat levying 
and rawieg movey are two different things. 
For 1ostapce, | might make out an account 
\gainst a firm, but if it was not a just ac- 
sount and the firm understood ite bueiness 
they would not pay it. Jast so with the as- 
ses~or8 levying an amount against the parish, 
if they did not underetand their busizess and 
sronght an unjust claim against any property 
bolders of the parish the result would be it 
suuld not be collected. Now I claim that is 
ihe situation in the Parish of Brighton to- 
day, and the cause of our taxes being bigber 
tor 1888 than they were in 1887 is because 
«io assessors for the past three or four. years 
4id not understand their business, We will 
ory snd make this plain. lo the Parish of 
Brighton there is 33,772 acres of wild Jand 
owned by the New Brunswick Railway Co. 
Duncan Mclotire owns a block of land called 
9,000 acres, A. F. Randolph, F. H. Hale 
and G. R. Buri have 2000 acres, making a 
otal of 44,772 acres. The Mclatire land ie 
setter known as the old Foundry land, and 
has been valued at $2 per acre, and been 
taxed at that a goed many years, Tbe R. R 
land was exempt from tax till 1885, then it 
became taxable; the assessors for 1885 valued 
it at $2 per acre, amounting to $675.44. 
[hey levied a tax on it st that value ; the tax 
was $140; the R. R, Co. refused to pay a tax 
at that value but appealed to the valuatore, 
The valaators reduced the value down to 50 
cents per acre. That reduced the tax for 
1885 to one quarter, the $140 was paid with 
$35, leaving on the delinquent list $105 that 
could not be collected. Now then comes the 
strangest part of the whole transaction, and 
what settles in my mind that the assessors 
did not understand their business. They had 
set a value on the R. R. land, the R. R. Co. 
nad appealed to the valuators, the valuators 
nad reduced the value three-guarters. Now 
then the assessors had no power to alter what 
the valunators did. But what do we find ? 1 
am quite sure the same three men were ap- 
pointed assessors for 1886. When they met 
tw make cut the valuation of the parish they 
ran against this reduction in the R. R, land, 
and what do they do? why, they say, this 
will never do, the valuators interfering with 
our work ; we will show them who is right 
io this matter, and they put the land up to $2 
again. Tho tax for 1886 was $204.38." Tbe 
R. R. Co. was notified by the collector that 
their tax for 1886 was $204.38; in that little 
act of notifying the R. R. Co. the collector’s 
fees was $6.13. Well, what does the R. R. 
Co. do, they take no notice of it, and up to 
June session of the Council of 1888 they had 
not paid any of it. In 1887 I think there 
were two new assessors appointed and one of 
the old ones ; when they met to make out the 
valuation of the parish they also came to the 
R.R. land. Well, what do they do, they con- 
clude they must tax the land at the $2 per 
acre, It was not their business to collect the 
tax, they must do their duty and tax it well, 
po matter whether it was collectable or not. 
The tax for 1887 was $180.12. Some time 
in 1887 the R. R. Co. appealed to the vala- 
ators again to have the valuation reduced. 
The valuators met some time in January last, 
and they put the land at 50 cents again, and 
the Co. paid the tax of 1887 of $189 12 with 
$47.28, leaving on the delinquent list $141 ,- 
80, never to be collected. The assessors had 
levied on the parish for 1887 $1616.38. 
Take out the $141.80, the unjust claim, and 
we have $1474 58, the real sum collectable 
for 1887. For 1888 we levied $1677.18, 
$202 60 more than wae levied in 1887, The 
valuation of the parish with the wild land at 
$2 per acre was $4779 94, In 1888, after 
the reduction made in the wild land by the 
valuators, it wae $4133.36, $646.58 less 
than before. You take §1 50 per acre off 
33772 acres of land and it amounts to $506.58, 
this is off the R. R. land. When the assess- 
ors met to make out the valuation of the 
parish for 1888, Mr. McIntire sent his agent 
with a plan of his land, he has 10,000 acres.
