He was a man o1
checrful, manly disposition, and of great force
of charanter, possessing a personal magnetism
which attracted hosts of friends around him,
As & minister hé was zealous in the cause of
bis Master, and was a bard and conscientious
worker Mr. Reud bau iust entered upon
upoo hie 51st year. He leavcs bebind bim a
widow and five children for whom much

and, thinking it over, 1 felt, this is a work I
must do during my stay at Government
house, for the building of it and getting it
into good runpiog order would certaivly be
the work of s few years.)”

Haviog engsged in the work, the sym-
pathy and aseistance of the press and of the
people was speedily assured, and all the diffi-
culties which preeented themselves overcome
and to-day the hospital may be regirded es
an accomplisbed fact soon to be devoted to
its benevolent object. The article in the
newepaper already quoted thus concludes : —
The hospital bas in the basement, a kitchen,
pantry, laundry, mao-servant’s room and two
store-roome ; on the first flat, & long, commo-
dious hall, with a door at each end, a large
private room on either side of the hall for
paying patiente, and matron’s sitting room,
surgery snd reception-room in one, sccident
ward and dioing room ; on the second flat
two large warde, male and female, each con-
taining eight beds, nursee’ sitting.room and
two Jarge bath-roems ; oo the third flst there
are large roome and several closets. The
building will be heated by Siroud’s improved
furnace, apd will be fitted with electrio
bells. The drainage and ventilation are con-
sidered perfect. Lady Tilley bas paid par-
ticular atteotion to these points, baving visit-
ed the best hospitals in the Upited States and
Cansda, and obtained all the best ideas on
the subject. : ;
