A WONDERFUL LAKE.

The greatest wonder in the State of
Iowa, and perhaps any other State, is
what is called *The Walled Lake,’ situat-
ed in Wright county, twelve miles north
of the Dubuque and Pacific Railway and
one hundred and fifty miles west of Du-
buque City. The lake is from two to
three feet higher than the earth’s surface.
In some places the wall is ten feet high,
tifteen wide at the bottom, and five wide
oa the top.
