rule, or usual practice of a pastor remaining 

in 8 obarge not less than two years and not 

more than three, Dr. Sprague was the incum- 

bens of the church at Marysville, and, being 

a minister of unquestioned ability, would be 

acceptable to any church, By some means, 

Dr. Sprague was put down by the stationing 

committee for Centenary Church, and this 

appointment was ratified by Uonference, while 

Rev. Mr. Crisp was given Marysville, 

Now the church buildings, at Marysville, 

and the pareonage, were built by Mr, Alex.

School, on Friday afternoon of last weck,

Io this connection we are glad to know 
Principal Steeves is receiving the cordial as- 
sistance of the Board of Trustees and the 
citizens generally. 
The pupils were present in force on Friday, 

and discharged their several parts in a way 
to highly plessy their auditors and reflect 
credit on themselves and their Iostruotor 
The programme comprised: Opening Chorus;

cation ; nationsl anthem. Isabel Watts pre- 
sided at the organ. 

Mr, Steeves in the course of hie remarks 
stated that the number enrolled during the 
last term was 38; average attendance, 26. 
The work done had been satisfactory and the 
interest displayed by pupile commendable. 
Contrary to expectation, only one pupil pre- 

sented herself for matriculation examination, 
Mice Mamie Clarke, and she according to 
President Harrison's statement, had passed a 
first-class examioation. He stated that the 
Montreal Witness prize for best essay op 
Carleton County, MecCaully’s History of 
England in 4 volumes, bad been won by 
Adam Dickinson; that Mies Mamie Clarke 
was the winner of the Wm. M. Connell silver 
medal, and that Mary D. Clark, Geo. Hamil- 
ton and Lizzie Tacy, were each entitled to a 
diploma, for having successfully passed the 
11th grade. 
Wm. M. Connell, io fitting terms, present- 

ed the silver medal to Mies Clarke, and an- 
ncunced that his medal next year would be 
given for the best essay on the Dominion of 
Canada, 

Major Vince had offered a number of prizes 
for the best general standing among the 
scholars in the lower grades, but not being 
able to be present, J R. Murpby, in bis be- 
balf made the presentations, consisting of 
books, to the following scholars: Lalu Vince, 
Clara Estey, Mary D. Connell, Augustus J. 
Milmore, Aopie Boutreau, Bessie Neales, 
Nellie Fisher, Rice C. Watson, Estella B. 
Dalling and O. G. Hamilton. Before taking 
hie seat Mr. Murphy announced that he 
would give a prize next year to the best 
gcholar in such a braoch of classics as the 
Principal may name. 
The school was then addreseed in highly 

eulogistic terme by Trustees, MoCormao, 
Saunders and Watts, Rev, Canon Neales, 
Col. W. T. Baird and Revds. E. J. Grant 
and Jas. Ross. The latter gentleman, as one 
of the examiners to whom the essays for the 
silver medal had been submitted, stated that 
the examiners found much difficulty in decid- 
ing upon the relative merits of the essays ; in 
fact each examiner bad selected a different 
oue, but in the end had agreed upon that of 
Mies Clark's as being the one entitled to the 
prize. Mr. Ross showed that the compositions 
had been submitted to a keen, careful and 
critical scrutiny ; that so few errors had been 
discovered, after such a close examination is 
complimentary in the extreme to the writers. 
His thoughttul and kindly expressed remarks 
must have been appreciated by the authors 
of the eseaye, and will doubtless aid them in 
their future attempts at composition, 

DOMINION DAY. 

The weather on Canada’s national holiday 

was very pleasant, if anything too warm for 
comfort. In the morning the firemen of

S. Tabor ; Hicks and Charlton was the bat- 
tery. Mr. Harry Churebill, of the Wander- 
ers’ base hall club, blossomed out as an um- 
pire, and his debut was satisfactory to both 
parties; Mr. Henry Parker was scorer. 
Daring the day, dinner, supper and refresh- 

ments were supplied io the Town Hall by the 
Hose Co., who were fairly well patronized, 
realizing eome $50 there, beside money which 
was contributed by different citizens. The 
firemen will, probably, clear $120 in all. 
The Opera House, in the evening, was 

crowded before the curtain was rung vp on 
the Firemen's Minstrels and Concert The 
following programme was presented: Open- 
ing chorus, by company; Overture, by or- 
chestra, embracing Prots.

The closing exercises at the Grammar 

Fire at McAdam. 

On Sunday afternoon, Mr. Hayes, one of 

the pattern makers for the Railway Co, was | 

at work alone in the pattern shop at Me- 

Adam, when the glue-pot lamp exploded and | 

the flames spread with great rapidity, Mr. 
Hayee being badly burned on one band while 
attempting to extinguish them. The pattern 

shops were low woodeu buildings, near to the 

mschive ehop, which latter the fire quickly 

reached, and, io a short time, these buildings 

with the boiler shop, blackemith shop and 

ten cars londed with lumber snd bay, stand- 

ing on ove of the eidinge, were consumed. 

Many of the workmen had gone to their 

homes on iiaturday; tbe water in the reser- 
voir snd tank was low eo that pomps and 

hose could not be effectively applied and the 

men hud therefore only the primitive re- 

source of buckets and hand labor with which 

to fight the lames which they did heroically, 

may be judged from the fact that the 

paint shop, storehouse end Mr, Haggerty's 

offize, all in pretty close contiguity to the 

burned buildings, were saved. The extreme 

heat of the san, on Sunday, rendered the 

labor of fire fizhting the more oppressive and 

it is wonderful that there are no serious 

casualitics to record. The boiler and pump 

which drove the machine shop engine wae 

only partially damaged. There were in the 

machine shop, when the fire started, a num- 

ber of locomotives bat they were all got out 

by band or by the yard ongine and saved. 
Oa Saturday the buildings destroyed were 

the scene of active industry in which were 

operating the finest collection of machinery 

in the Maritime Provinces, probably, the en 

tire vutfic 1 tools and machinery being very 

complete and oad been thorcughly well ar- 

ranged by the Mechanical Superintendent to 

do to best advantage their work. On Sun- 

day evening only chimneys and burned aud 

almost worthless remains of machioery 

marked the place. The workmen, many of 
them, lost valuable tools. 

‘Tne loss is variously estimated, but it will 
not, we should suppose, be less than $50,000; 
how much of this is covered by insurance has 

pot yet been learned. It is supposed that the 

work of restoring the shops will be proceeded 
with immediately. 

While the Railway Co. will suffer heavily, 
those of the employees, who for sume time will 

be out of employment, will feel tbe disaster 
most keenly.

that date was very dull but the people very 
hopeful. To reach St. Andrews from Wood- 
stock we had then to go to St. Jobn and over 
land by stage to St. George. By very slow 
degrees the railway crept along reaching 
somzwhat prominent points at Canterbury, 
Richmond and finally Woodstock, establish- 
ing 8 union between the two towns which 
should have proved a bond of sympathy 
stronger and more practical than it probably 
has. Wonderful indeed has been the change 
effected since the date referred to; St. An- 

drews in its physical appearance has changed 
as much in degree as has Woodstock, and to- 
day the business prospects of the former ap- 
pear to be luminous. Both towns owe 
much to the railway development. The ser- 
vice done by the N. B. & C. was good ser- 
vice for the time bat it was only in dreams 
that the sanguice anticipated such a railway 
service as the New Brunswick management 
gives to day, when those desiring to go can 
choose of four different trains daily for reach- 
ing Boston or St. John, and of three for St. 
Andrews or St. Stephen.
