COUNTY COUNCIIL DISCUSSIONS

e

ON PETITION RE POLLING PLACES IN BRIGATON.

Mr. Craig said he would ask the candid
oonsideration of the Council to this matter,
the more especially as there were now two
petitions before them, one asking for the re-
pealjof the by-law establishing two polling
places in Brighton, and the otber opposed to
this and seeking to have the matter remain
as it is, There was evidently a want of
anion among the people, as the names of
some of the same parties were on both peti-
tions, and rome of them asking for repeal of
the by-law are resident in the locality of the
polling place it established.

He cvuld not usderstand how this cawme:
he did know that the petition he presented
in January respectably signed, arked for the
repeal of the by law: that it bad been laid
over for consideration at this June session and
that be, now, 1n accordsnce with tbe views
of the petitioners who had entrusted it to
bim, wished to bave tbe petition divposed cf
and thought the wish oi the voters interested
should be considcied wnd their convenicnce
a8 to the locality of the polling place con-
sulted.

Mr, Cooper gaid the petition he had row
presented was banded to bin lass Saturday,
wod Le bimrell hed pothirg to do with get-
sing it up. lle bad been mforwed that the
reason why some who had signed the pell
tion brought here last Jsnuary bad sigoed
thie Jater one, was because they had rigned
the former under & m:sapprehension, the mnat-
ter not having been properly represzented to
them, There bad been contention in Brigh
ton for several years as to the locality of the
polling booth, and a compromiee was effected
by holding the elections aiternately at Hart-
land and Rockland, then two Counciilors be-
longing to the vicinity of Ilartland were
eleoted, and they succeeded in keeping the
polling placs at Hartland to the dissausfac-
tion of large numbers until the by-law in
question was psssed and two polling places
established. e, Mr, Cooper, when elected,
was aeked if he would seck to give the elec-
tors the old eystem, and he had suggested
that it would be better if a pclling place was
established further out in the duwstrict than

was chosen as the best polling placo. There
were 150 eleotors of the parish living within
three miles of Windsor polling booth, and a
majority of the voters want to have a booth
continued there. He had run an election
sucoeesfully on t2is qaestion and was pre-
pared to do 80 agaio. Tue chief business of
the parish was dove at llartland and, of
course, it was an advantage to traders w have
tbe annual gathering of electors at that place,
but still there was not a single businese
man at Hartland who favored tne proposed
change, as baviog a polling place at Wind-
sor was a simple act of justice.

It was a grave injastice, as act of robbery
of their time and money, tv isk or cvmpel
wen to travel 15 miles to vute, us they would
bave to if only one polling plsce was main-
taioed.

Mr. Cronkhite eaid there was nothing to
establish as the additional polling place bad
already been established, and as the former
petition was ot ow before the board it
would be better to postpone further diseuseion
till January. The motion to postpone then
prevailed.

RE COUNTY GROUNDS WOODSTOCK,

Mr. Dryedale said the ereciion of the
wooden portion of the fence was delayed Iust
fall because it could not be fastened 'uil the
iron fence bad been put up. As he had been
a contractor for the wouden fence be had not
feft at liberty last January to take an active
part in the discussion thas then touk plave.
He would now say that, in his opinion, the
fence should not have been put up until the
ground bad been graded, and be doubted if a
good job could be made of the work now; it
would cost a good deal of money to make a
respectable job of grading the ground aud be
thought it would perhaps be beiter, now, to
fill in some of the low places with tbe old
brick, cleaning up the old rubbish, lose
earth, &o., and leave the perfecting of the
work to some later period when the C)uncil
was prepared to pay for it.

Mr. Carvell had no objections. There was
no doubt chance for a large expenditure of
money.

Mr, Williams liked Mr. Drysdale’s sugges-
tione for a partial levelling of the grounds
now,

Mr. Oronkhite had every confidence in the
building committee, and thought it would be
gafe to leave the matter to their judgwment,
after the expression of opinion whioh bad
been given against a large expenditure.
