The Progress of India. 

The growing industries of oriental coun- 

tries are beginning to atiract no little atten- 

tion in western indusirisl countries. Cotton 
mills, equipped with the most modero ma- 
chinery and lighted by electricity, have been 
operating for some time io Japan. lo India 
there has been a most remarkable develop- 
ment of this industry. A cotton mill was 

established in Bombay in 1851. [a 1870 
there were in Bombay presidency only ssven 
mills. But ino five years the namber had io- 
creased to twenty-two, and in 1880 to forty. 

Ten more were added in 1831, and 23 between 
that year and Januury, 1828. la other por- 
tions of lndia there are enough raills to bring 
the total number operating at the end of lass 

year up to Y7, runoing 2,375,739 spindles, 

aod employing over 80,515 persons. The 
total capital invested in cotton mapufacturing 
in lodia is not far from fifty million dollars. 

‘The mills are near the cotton fields, and labor 

is very abundant and very cheap. Hindvo 
labor wili never te so efficient as linglish and 
American labor ; but as lime goes on its great 

cheapness may yet give the Koglish weavers 

of Manchester much trouble.

She 
must never wear any jewellry, never sleep o 
a bed, and for the “-t of ber life sae ri 
the slave of her mother-in-law’s family, She 
eats by hersed and cooks her own food, The 
moment her husband dies her ornaments ara 
torn from her. She is clad in the poorest of 
olething, and at the funeral she is kapt out of 
the main body of the mourners, and she ia wood, a silver box and a few other objects, 
“looked upon as though she had the plague, 
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
