Educate the Youth,

We thiok the following resolution, passed
at the Baptist Convention weekbefore last is
of one the most practicable suggestions on the
subject that has emanated from anyjof the reli-
gious or moral organizations. It suggests an
effective way of reaching prohibition : —

“Resolved—That this convention, bei
deeply convinced of the enormous evils
intemperance as it exists in this Dominioa,
and also fully believing that the total pro.
bibition of the liquor traffio is the only effee-
tive remedy for that evil, and that the failure
of restrictive legislation as embodied in the
Soott Act has been prodaced by a ocondition
of pablio opinion whioh would ocause the
same resalt to arife in connection with any
other temperance legislation: it therefore
most earnestly reqnests all our ministers and
ohurches to promote the caltivation of tem-
peranca sentiments and habits in their own
localitiee, and also to take measures to ope
ganizs undenominational eocieties to enlish
and as far as possible educate the youth of
our land in the principles of temperance with
the view of obtaining in this way at the ex-
piration of a brief period a number of electors
and a power of pablic opinion that will
compel, and render effective, legislation for
the total prohihition ot the ligaor traffia,”
