The Precious Metals.

A few rods ou the west side of the river
rcad about four miles above Woodstock, is
the Shaw-Brictos mine. The mining lot is
on a part of the Britton homesteag now own-
ed by Mr. Albert Shaw, Mr. R. K. Brittog
who bas a joint elaim with Mr. Shaw is the
principal promgtoer of the mining enterprise.
A swmall siream runs through the lot, and
along its soath side the rock in seyeral places;
protrudes through the eoil. Qoe of these
rock exposures showed indieations of the pre

cious metals, and here Mr. Britton commenced
work about three months ago. A well de-
fia~d vein, of what proved to be silver bearing
ore was ‘oupnd, apd the work of einking a
shalt wss begun,

Shortyy sfter operations bad b2en com-
meneed in good earueet, Mr. Richard Philtins,
son of the late David Phuilips of ITpper Wood
stock, came homeo, lle had spent wboul pjne
years in the silver mines of Montana, and is
therefore practically ncquainied with some of
tbe richest mines in the world.

\\;bat Le saw 85 the new workings surpris-
od bim. [le was impregsed sl onge with the
yaloe of the find. He was given charge of
the work, which under hig ekilful direction,
hae singe been garried op systematically. A
shaft about 658 h+e heen sunk yertjcally in
the south wall of the vein, and i3 now about
60 feet deep.

Thé wcin is very clearly defioed and runs
vertically as tné wlummet. The wall rock
comes gway from ic leaving the cleavage as
smooth as & hosrd. [t seems to be a-~ut five
feet in diameter, bat enlarging in the descent.
