We believe that
nothing less than the thorough application of
these principlea throughout the entire Do-
minion will produce harmony and sescure the
wellare of the people of Canada, and we
therefore, as citizena of Oanada, are bound to
support all wise and lawful efforts to seoure
the complete separation of church aad state

VIENNA AND THE VIENESE:

BY DR. FRANK S. MILBURY.

LETTER NO. 2,

Vieona is remarkably well paved, consisti

of equares of granite, every pieoce of whioh
008t the city one-hall guelden—twenty cents,
| think every street in the corporation ie
made of the same material. The sids walke
also were and are etill in a great measure of
the rame, but ae they aro rough and not very
com'ortable 1o promenading, the municipsl .
authorities are, a8 fast as they can afford it,
teplacing these with aephali. The ocity ie’
poor and 1oust move elowly., ‘The buildinge
are constructed generally four or five stories
high in two seccioas, one faciog the street
and the other on a large court whioh existe
in every building, the first part rentiog for
much more thun the latter., W heo new
courts are /resh and ealaubrious, but by con-
stant dripping of raio and dirt, which perme-
ates the ground beneath the pavement, in 40
or 50 or 200 or 300 years, thcy become any-
thing but pleasant in meny instances. Al-
though the paviog ie often removed and
fresbly replaced, it 18 impossible to keep them
pure, and in hot weather many have rather
an offensive odor. Hundreds of buildings are
still in good repair that were consiruoted
mapy centuries ago, and in style, are pretty
mach the eame as to-day. | assure {on they
build to last. Nenrly every day | pass e
building that was begun last Jaouary, and
by presont appearances it will be some
time pext year before it is completed, al-
though a great number of workmen are em-
ployed and the structure is ratber small, but
when one looks at the foundation and walle,
be no longer wonders. They are all oon-
struoted in flate, and each fluor may have
eight or teu famlues, all living in small com-
parsments, Kven the wealthy have limited
quarters compared with the epacious Ameri-
can residences. ‘T'here are but few elevators
and those new hous2e whioh bave them,
generally have men too lazy to run the ma-
chine, 1 bave olten gone in and asked for
one, but was told thet somethiog was

with it, ‘*and i¢ could not be used to-dey,”
which always seoms the case; but ten or
tweaty kreuz2re will usually make them find
a way of ruoniog it; if not we must have re-
oourse to shanks mare and olimb two, three
or four long flights of stairs ; everybody does
it,and why not we? but for wyself [ would
ratber bo excused. Owing to the narrow
etreste in those parte and the crowding to-
gather io the houses the city nsturally covers
s very small area for so great a poulation.
There ie po residential eeotion,

living io one part about as much as another ;
geverally the ground floor used sa astore and
the upper etairs as dwellings,

There are & great many fine hatbs, good
and wonderfully cheap ; the fineet is the
Romsn, The prices raoge from 24 cente to
60, and are graduated only according to the
location of dreseing room, all other privileges
being the same ; ou the let floor the rooms
are 60 and the 4th 24 cente. Oné day seversl
of us went to see what it wae like, and being
good olimbere, coneluded that we would try
the cheapest. We ascended the staire and
each was shown into a beautiful dressing room
where we disrobed, soon again ap n
tbe hall in about the same condition
Adam and Eve were found guilty of, viz,
wearing aa apron, but ours was cotton and
not leaves. We then deseended to the ground
floor and were ushered into a room, with &
great beein, already containing about 100
men and boye ; aleo in we weot, but the first
impresesion was anytbing but agreeable, ae
the water ssemed almost boiling hot ; this
however soon beocame bearahle and we rather
enjoyed it. This is known as the soaking
tub; from this we went under a cold shower,
and then into a steam now moderately hot ;
then into a succession of dry rooms, each hot-
ter than the otber, until the Iast eeemed about
like fire ; trom bere into a succession of three
steam rooms, the temperature of the last 150®
Fahrenheis, and those requiring greater heas
could ascend a flight of stairs. However one
goon becomes aceustomed to it and reclin

on the lattice couches with a wooden pillow,
rather enj)yed tho experionce ; the nexs room
was where by tubgy we steamed our jiinte,
aod then cold douches played over rar bodiee.
More heat, and now iate the masssge room,
where we were thorougrily eorubbed and
our muscles massaged, making them strong
agaio, Another culd shower, a ewim in
warm water and next in very cold. We now
leave our aprons, go into another room, where
a warm blanket is thrown over our shoulders,
slippers pus on our leet and cap oo the head,
we take a seat and wait our turo for farther
operations. Soon a man comes along, throws
our weape off, and with a rough towel rabs
a9 if he intended taking skin and all, but the
skin glows, and we feel good. Our wraps are
put on agiin and we stretch out oo the luxu-
rious couches for a sleep of an hour or two,
but after the rotreshing rest we have stil}
more to do. A man takes as in hand and
pairs the ocorne, toe and finger nails in »
thoroughly good manner, Next a shave and
bair cat and we are ready to dress, afier
most dolicious time, and all for the small
suvi of twenty-four cents. But one requires
a hal! day to do justice to the affair, and thoee
who are very baey cannot take it in very
often, Suoch a proocess sesme to make one fee}
good for a week,
